Lost by 1 wicket

Dan struck in his first over as Gary got up on tip-toes at mid-wicket and then Chris S beat Gallimore all ends up to knock back middle. There was a recovery of sorts up until the 15th over when Dan looked to have swung the match firmly in our favour with a double-wicket maiden.

McQuin though continued to look useful and found an ally in the second Gallimore putting on 40 for the seventh wicket until with the score on 87 the latter got height but no distance and Gary took the c&b. The run rate though was not overly challenging and Dave opted to bring back the openers early, it seemed to have worked as Bomber trapped Pitson in front and then McQuin possibly feeling the pressure of the scoreboard tried to go big off Chris S but found Chris R at long-on, 98 for 9.
