Won by 7 wickets

Chris Strange bowled his man through the legs and then took a catch off Dan before Bomber bowled two in consecutive balls in the 25th over. However a late flourish from O Crawshaw helped accelerate the score and although he became Jason’s maiden wicket in the final over the damage had already been done with 182 posted.
The skies had darkened towards the end of the innings and there was some rain in the air at tea but having enjoyed the feast, play resumed in the dry. Highmoor opened with D Stephens and may have regretted the move as Dave launched into him plundering most of the 27 runs conceded in the two over spell and then hit 18 off Crawshaw’s third over.

The latter switched to spin and almost had Dave, dropped on the long-on boundary, however his reprieve only lasted an over as he was bowled by Munshif. Alister had only scored 5 in the 57 partnership but with Chris R nudged and nurdled the score past 100 before Chris missed a straight one from Gayan.
Charlie joined Alister and they continued the momentum, keeping the required rate under six, before Alister ran himself out with forty still needed. The run out had come off a high no-ball and Rahsheed continued to struggle with another 11 coming off the over. Charlie perhaps sensing the moment took the attack to the bowlers and rolled back the years, coming down the track and hitting boundaries to both extremes of the V. Dan brought matters to a conclusion with a pair of boundaries with 2.2 overs still to go.
For the record; Charlie’s best innings for two seasons, perhaps motivated by having introduced Jason to the team, he was joined by brother-in-law Nick in the eleven and was watched by mum, wife and kids.
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
