The Bank Holiday fixture is always notoriously difficult to recruit a side for but by mid-week Dave had an eleven, however by the morning of the match we were ten, having lost two and gained one. It was the first match I can remember where the side had to huddle and be introduced to each other with Ted Church making his second debut after a few games in 2014, a rare run out for Rich Turner plus Justin Fanstone and Kevin Pickworth from our Crowmarsh connections.

Dave won the toss and put the opposition in, our side further disrupted by the lack of a wicket keeper which saw Chris Strange take the gloves at the cost of his bowling. From the start the humid conditions produced swing and it was a day for the play and miss with all too few edges. There was an early wicket for Bomber with Cripps rapped on the pads playing down the wrong line but Farr and Jewell  weathered the storm and began to prosper until the former flicked up a catch off Rich T trying to work it through mid-wicket.

Another decent stand followed before the returning Bomber uprooted Jewell’s off-stump and the tempters of Pickworth proved too much for Earl who hit straight to Rich at deep-square where it was taken second attempt.

Powell came in and pushed his partner for every single going to give the innings some momentum until undone trying to take a second bye and the confusion caused by his partner turning back realising he hadn’t touched in for the first run, Chris Strange with the accurate throw gathered by Jason.

Justin finally got some reward in his third spell as Maidlow sliced to Chris H, but runs continued to accumulate up until the final over where Rich picked up a couple of wickets.

The reply started brightly enough with Chris R driving a four and Dave clearing the ropes in the first couple of overs but when the captain fell attempting something big it made the task look that much harder. Ted hit a six over backward point but fell next ball to an excellent catch by the keeper standing up to the stumps and when Chris R and Chris S both went in the very next over we were in a heap of trouble at 33 for 4.

Jason and Rich were initially watchful but grew in confidence, Jason in particular taking it to the bowlers with a succession of boundaries and took Rich along in his wake but just as it looked like we might make an unlikely match of it Jason hit one up in the air off Powell to end the partnership at 54.

The innings went into its shell from this point on; bat for a draw the instructions from Dave but every four or five overs a wicket went down and although we were ticking down the last twenty we were never quite in reach and Bomber was last out still 19 balls from safety.

For the record; Bombers hit his first six for fifteen years, Rich Turner with his Ipsden best figures 3-36 and doubled his boundary count for the club.
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
