Won by 9 wickets
The visit of Cholsey saw some overcast conditions and a threat of late rain. Dan’s inside track on his Wednesday teammates confirmed an eleven not short of powerful run getters.

A late drop out from our side saw Dave eventually include himself after casting around for a replacement, meaning Dan would have to wait for his chance to captain the side. The toss was won and Cholsey were invited to bat.

Short of an uphill opening bowler, Dave opted for Gary’s slow right arm, it was a courageous call but after his first two overs went for twenty, it didn’t look like paying off. However that all changed in his third as first Ellis drove tamely to mid-off and then a real bonus as Gary took the top of Chappers off-stump first ball.
The hat-trick wasn’t to be as Herath came in and was quickly down the track to power the ball into the nettles, however when he tried the same next over to Bomber, he didn’t spot a slower ball and was in his follow through by the time the ball hit the stumps.
Hansen was still going well at the other end but with the total passing fifty, first change Lenny got one to nip back through the gate and four wickets had gone down in as many overs. We had to wait another four for Lenny to pick up his second and Gary finished his stint with his third in the next, 72 for 6.
It was a rear guard action from that point on and Dan still wasn’t into the attack but when he was introduced there wasn’t an immediate breakthrough for once, there was a fair bit of playing and missing but he finally found his range in his fourth over with two in two balls, 88 for 8. But any thought of running through the final two wickets had to be put aside as Sergeant, Hill and Natarajan put on 40 between them before Lenny finished things off as he got some lift that took an edge through to Jono.
At tea there was a presentation to Phil Houseman by the Chairman to recognise 30 years’ service to the club before the reply got under way with Matt and Ali. It was initially a game of two ends with Natarajan only conceding five runs off his first five overs, while Herath struggled with his length and was picked off by Matt for a succession of boundaries.
With a modest target there was no scoreboard pressure and the runs were accumulated at a steady rate although Chappers had a rude awakening when coming on for what proved a solitary over in the fifteenth as first Matt hit a four to bring up the fifty and then Ali put him back over his head for six. Matt brought up his personal fifty with a boundary in the 19th as a few drops of rain began to threaten but with Cholsey’s lack of bowling depth beginning to be exposed, the rate picked up as the drizzle petered out. There was finally a wicket when Matt was taken at square leg off Jack Chapman having already been dropped by the same combination but that only accelerated the end as Ted came in and cut loose with a cameo 20 off 14 balls to end matters in the 28th over.
It was a good job that we finished early as the rain arrived in earnest not long after we had vacated the ground.

For the record; Chappers first visit to Ipsden since 2003 when he scored 63 and opened the bowling (1 for 22), a bit of an unfortunate contrast with 2017.
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
