Won by 1 wicket
The second round of the Cup, and a first visit to Aldworth for 5 years, saw temperatures more reminiscent of a Mediterranean holiday but Dave obviously had confidence in the fitness of his team as winning the toss he opted to have first crack at running around under the ball of fire.

The Aldworth openers were of contrasting styles but the combination worked for them as the more expansive Fane hit a fifty before his partner was finally bowled by Dan, the sixth bowler tried with the total on 80.  Baker came in and quickly got the score to three figures before a little edge behind was well taken by Elliot standing up to Dan.
Another partnership was developing (40) between Wood and Fane before the later dragged a catch to Symo off Will but Aldworth were still well set at 150 for 3 going into the last ten. Bomber was re-introduced in the 33rd and enjoyed a remarkable purple patch as first bowling Hart he then inducing a skier from Wood, there were several interested parties but Charlie called loudest however he also seemed the furthest away and the bowler was not the only one fearing the ball would drop safe. However those long legs got going and arrived bang on time to take the catch.
Bomber’s next over and another two wickets, one thanks to a little edge nicely taken by Justin at slip, 159 for 3 had become 161 for 7. Bomber’s fifth duly arrived in his next over but that was the end of the wickets as the opposition Captains youngsters helped take the final score to 188.
It looked a lot of runs given our relative lack of batting depth and frankly it appeared more impassable than the Himalayas once we had sunk to 10 for 3. However there was one more throw of the dice left and unbelievably Dan rolled a metaphorical double-six. With Elliot he took the attack to the bowlers from early in his innings and the field quickly spread.

First change Baker was frankly dismantled in his opening over that finished with consecutive sixes separated by five wides as Dan brought up a 23-ball fifty. He had reached 74 by the time of a well needed drinks break as his energy levels were visibly dipping but the squash didn’t revive him sufficiently as he holed out on the long-on boundary shortly afterwards (76 out of 121 for 4). Dan had got us well ahead of the rate and singles would be enough but when Elliot (33) and Chris H fell in consecutive overs we were suddenly 132 for 6. 
Thankfully Lenny and Will played with minimal risk and put on 43 before another  big wobble as first Will was bowled with the score at 175 then inexplicably with only four needed; the ball just sat up outside Lenny’s off stump and almost as an afterthought he flicked a gentle catch to point.

He was crestfallen however, only four needed, two wickets and plenty of deliveries left. Three needed with a single off the next over before splat as Symo’s swipe missed and the bails flew off in different directions and we were into a final wicket finale. A wide brought the target closer then thankfully a ball outside off was nudged into the vacant third-man region for a comfortable two that sent us to the final.
For the record: Our fifth victory by one wicket since the 1983 reformation. It might have been so different if the opposition umpire hadn’t got in the way of thumping sweep to square leg that put him on the canvas for a mandatory eight-count and saved us four runs.
