Won by 10 wkts
There won’t be many bowlers who look back on this game with any great affection. A used strip that the sun had burnt to a crisp straw colour which offered little in the way of bounce, pace, spin or seam (like a road was the oft repeated comparison) plus a big dry outfield meant batting would dominate the afternoon.
Dave won the toss and elected to field as we welcomed Chris Skaife into the side from RAF Benson, a Lenny sourced replacement for Chris Rudling who had rolled an ankle in the week.

Sharman took the lead in the opening partnership that was capped at 38 as Ottrey couldn’t keep on top of a delivery from Jason that Dan took low down at slip. He took a second catch off Lenny to remove Sharman which was a relief to all and when Dan came into the attack and won an lbw decision against Hyde, we felt on top at 83 for 3. However Neil came in and took the initiative back for Dorchester putting on first 41 with Anastadiadis until the latter holed out to Will at deep mid-wicket off Jason and then 89 with Smith who went to the final ball of the innings, another wicket for Jason (3 for 37), Neil finishing 85 not out.
213 looked a good total as we trooped off hot and sweaty at tea. However some cloud cover came over during the break to bring the temperature down and we got off to a solid start as Dave punched boundaries off anything loose and Alister quietly pushed singles.
By the eighteenth over a score comparison had us level on 81, however with Dorchester having bowled out both their opening pair, Grovenor’s innocuous turners were introduced and Dave stepped up the scoring. He had passed fifty by the bowlers second over, took 14 off the end of the bowlers third. By the start of Grovenor’s fourth over he had 79; Alister took a single off the first ball before Dave launched a sequence of 6-4-4-4-6 to bring up his eighth century for the club in spectacular fashion.
He slowed a bit from there, not helped by a couple of painful blows on the leg that had him hobbling but the field was well spread by this stage and Alister completed his fifty as they milked the runs, first  bringing up a double-century stand and then safely home with 7.2 overs remaining.

For the record; 216, the highest partnership for any wicket breaking a record that goes back to 1989, Dave’s 20 boundaries are a record for the number of 4s in an innings. Our second highest successful run chase and 127 is the third highest individual score. Whilst we weren’t losing any wickets the redundant batsmen at least got to follow South Africa’s collapse at Lords.
