Lost by 57 runs
Men’s singles final day at Wimbledon and unfortunately like Roger Federer’s victory this one was equally one sided. Moulsford had been struggling for a side in the week and had only been able to fulfil the fixture by calling in players from outside their club, notably Ewelme.

They were still one short at the start of the match with the eleventh man rushing back from holiday via the airport and this perhaps played a part in them asking us to bat at the toss. Dave and Alister found conditions very different to their record breaking stand the previous week as they took guard on a most peculiar strip that resembled a seaweed strewn beach with long strands of vegetation rolled into the surface.
This produced a slow pitch with some very unpredictable bounce, the odd shooter included; meaning shots across the line came with a strongly worded health warning. At 98 for 5 with just nine overs left we were looking shaky but Lenny cashed in on his reprieve with an attacking innings, supported by Chris in a stand that put on 56 valuable runs. Lenny brought up his personal fifty with a six off the first ball of the last over before being bowled as we scrambled to 158, Page then taking a further wicket to bring his tally up to five.
It looked a decent total and we got off to fine start as Will saw Symo take a fine diving catch above his head to remove Welsh in the second over. The durable Adrian Allen combined with keeper Jaffray to frustrate us but the introduction of Jason in the 10th over was immediately rewarded with two wickets off consecutive balls. Incoming Stephens hit Bomber through square for six in the next over but was then undone by a shooter next ball attempting to repeat the shot.
Lenny came on and took a return catch off Adrian in his first over with the score at 46 and from that point on the result was never in doubt. Jason took a third and Will and Dan the final four between them to end the innings in the 27th over.

For the record; it was not only the batsmen who struggled with the variable bounce as Symo took one below the eye when keeping that caused a lump and a splash or two of claret on his top. Lenny’s maiden fifty for the club.
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
