Won by 4 wickets
With plenty of unavailables including the captain and his vice, it was an eleven that picked itself for this one…well it would have been until the to be confirmed became a no and another who once again this season turned a yes I can into a no I can’t. Charlie managed to get his brother-in-law Nick to play while stand-in captain Lenny again found a volunteer from the base.

The toss was lost, but batting looked anything but easy on this traditionally low scoring ground as Swyncombe eked out just nine runs from the first nine overs. Lenny had insisted that he needed to keep initially which meant Symo was an unlikely first change but the reasons became clear from the other end as debutant Steve came in at a lively left handed pace that carried with an audible thud into the gloves. Occasionally the radar was a little off but Lenny proved equal to most of them and safely pouched the first wicket as Lewis gloved behind.
Steve came out of the attack after 3 overs (1-7) and it was Matt and Kev who took over, Swyncombe looked to play a few more shots with Clive D leading the way but Matt bowled Wilson in the 20th over with only 48 on the board and then Clive holed out off Kev’s tempters next over (48 for 3).
Will came back into the attack and finished economically but without reward as a chance was spilt behind while at the other end Lenny was into the attack, after a tight start his fourth over had gone for nine before he broke the stand bowling Phillips. Bomber came back on and he too found Swyncombe in a positive mood but again the slower ball was successful removing Revill with the score on 100.

Things hadn’t been going all our way in the field as an earlier chance had been dropped at slip, a caught and bowled chance parried and a drop at deep mid-wicket plus Symo limping about having been hit again in the legs which added to our lack of mobility as Sam had turned up to the match lame having turned an ankle at football.
With Steve back into the attack there weren’t many runs off the bat but a few stolen byes and leg byes began creeping the score upwards until in the final over they took one chance too many and Nick showed good presence of mind to run the ball to the stumps to run out D Crockett,. Steve followed with a Yorker for his second wicket and a final single saw the innings end on 118.

It didn’t look an imposing total but scoring proved just as challenging in reply with J Crockett showing they too had a lively left hander, he grew increasingly frustrated after coming close on a number of occasions before bowling Charlie in his final over. Ted came in and played a thumping cut over the off-field for four but three overs later was excellently caught low down by Phillips.
Matt was looking secure but still finding scoring opportunities at a premium, Lenny joined him but couldn’t break free of the shackles as just eight runs came up of the next six overs, he tried to push the accelerator but sliced a big shot over Phillips at cover who ran after it and took an even better catch on the stretch as it came down in front of him.

It triggered a big wobble as Will and Sam both perished for ducks at the start of the next over, Bomber at least gave Matt some company but it was seemingly all down to the opener to try to keep on top of the 4.2 an over rate, it wasn’t happening and the rate had climbed to 6.75 with four to go when Bomber gave a catch back to the bowling of T Crockett.
It looked an impossible task as Steve strode to the wicket, RAF Bensons number 11, a hockey player without much cricket in the last three years. Just four came off the 32nd over to leave 23 still needed, Swyncombe though had left themselves needing to introduce a sixth bowler, a couple of twos came in handy but the fourth ball was dragged short and Steve used all his long levers to hoist the ball high for a big six into the deep-square leg hedge that had the newly arrived Vaughan enthusiastic about our chances. An extended ball search was followed by 2 dots to end the over.
That optimism started to fade as just a wide came off the first four balls of the penultimate over but then Mattie got one in the slot and pinged a four to the extra cover boundary to bring up his invaluable fifty. A dot finished the over to leave nine off the last to win, would we come up short for the second week in a row, well a four over mid-wicket first ball from Steve certainly gave hope but rather than stringing out a tense scramble he got on the front foot next ball and fired a massive six straight back over the bowler and into the trees on the other side of the road, magnificent! I struggle to remember a more influential and dramatic debut for the club.
For the record; Charlie’s 450th appearance for Ipsden (debut 1983), Lenny maintains his 100% captaincy record (2/2) and I think I can safely say the first time we have had three serving RAF personnel in an eleven.
