Won by 8 wickets
It should have been the Friendly Cup Final but after a damp start and a weather forecast that couldn’t make its mind up before settling on persistent drizzle, it was decided between the two sides that the final would now take place in two weeks’ time and given the conditions we’d try to squeeze in a 20 over game.

Dave won an important toss and elected to bowl, the game exploding into life in the third over as first Penhallurick aimed big and sliced high into the offside where Justin took a solid catch, then next ball Walter deflected the ball down and onto his off stump. The hat-trick was survived but same over and Chris R could only parry a firm shot at cover but as the batsmen decided to risk a single, he quickly recovered and delivered an accurate throw to Symo who did the rest, 12 for 3.
Justin was into the attack in the fifth over and got one through Ponsford’s defences via his pads then in the seventh the batsmen tried to steal another single to Chris R who swooped to throw down the one stump he could see for the unofficial champagne moment of the match.

There was a middle order recovery by Stoneman and Naqvi before the latter fired Will’s first ball into the safe hands of Dave at mid-off in the 14th. Another direct hit, this time from the bowler Will, accounted for Naqvi. Will got his second wicket in the penultimate over, coming around the  to bowl Symons and there was time in the final over for another direct hit this time from Dave as Isis finished on 106.
We turned straight around after a quick sweep of the pitch and Dave was quickly on the attack as the Isis bowlers struggled with their skills in the conditions. 36 were rattled up in the first four overs to put us well ahead of the curve, and although the scoring rate eased, we were always ahead and Matt came into his own with some exquisite drives through cover and even got Dave to run a couple of threes.
Cooper’s introduction livened things up for Isis as he removed both Dave, who had just completed his fifty, and then Charlie but Chris Rudling came in like a man possessed and struck a six and a four with a dropped catch in between to end the game in the 17th over.
For the record; Our twelfth victory of the season which equals a club record (1994 & 2010) plus I’ve only found two matches where we have achieved more run outs (5 in 2003 & 2004) but also whole seasons where we have had fewer than four.
