Lost by 2 wickets
The Friendly Cup Final take 2, against an opposition we had comfortably beaten on their previous two visits including the last just two weeks ago, what could possibly go wrong. Well for one it was the final and having lost in our three previous appearances we made it four from four.

The weather on the day was marginally better than the previous two weekends but a lot of rain had fallen in the run up meaning the toss would again be crucial and unfortunately we lost. Asked to bat it was Alister who opened with Dave, Matt having flown out to the Caribbean as part of the Hurricane Irma relief force.
Both were watchful in the opening overs as they looked to get used to conditions and had put 33 on the board after 10 when Ali straight drove and called for the run just as it cannoned off Dave’s pads and towards a fielder. Already slow in setting off in trying to avoid the ball, Dave almost made it to the other end but was just run out.

Next over and Nick Wyatt came into the attack and removed Alister who drove uppishly to cover but in an eventful over Chris R came in and immediately smacked a four and six to see Nick quickly out of the attack.

Chris looked in fine form and dominated the partnership with Charlie but was then then seen holding his side having executed another classy shot. The runs slowed not least due to the accuracy of Naveen who had Charlie caught in his fourth over. Drinks were taken and Chris advised he couldn’t continue so Lenny was ushered into action and was bowled by the first delivery he faced. Before the over had finished the players were hurrying for the pavilion as a heavy shower developed.
After a delay and inspection it was decided to try and get on but Naveen was playing in trainers and fell heavily bowling the first ball of the 24th injuring his shoulder and forcing him out of the attack. Sawdust was liberally dusted during the remainder of the innings as the effects of the downpour began to take their toll on the pitch.
Dan began taking a toll of his own but on various bowlers figures as he played a gem of an innings, supported by first Jason and then Will, sixty were put on in the last ten boosting the score to 193, Dan with 74no, a total that felt very much above par at the break.
The pitch was looking a sorry state with not only the run ups a mess but big gouges where the ball had pitched, a decision was taken to roll it and thankfully the worst of the damage seemed to flatten out. It largely held for the remainder of the match although by the end we were scraping lumps of mud off the ball between deliveries.

The reply got off to a similar start as ours, Blatchford hitting some boundaries before surviving a scare; as a defensive block jammed off his leg and the ball rolled back onto the stumps but with insufficient force to pop a bail. Having got to the tenth over, Jason first change up the hill made the break through, ‘deceiving’ Walter with a length ball that slowed off the pitch and in a further mirror to our innings Lenny struck next over as Penhallurick played on.
Jason had a second wicket with the score on 58 as Blatchford flicked the ball to a repositioned Charlie at square –leg who had only been moved the ball before. Kella was looking dangerous with some wristy flicks behind square of his own but fell in dramatic fashion to the returning Will, the ball sliced high into the offside and it looked like Dan was going to take it, but not immediately noticed, Chris R was converging at pace from the opposite direction and a train wreck seemed an inevitability, breaths were held but somehow they passed by each other and even better news Chris emerged juggling the ball and clutching it at the second attempt. Next over and we were starting to believe, Symo, having relinquished the gloves to Alister, taking a drive at mid-on to remove John Ponsford as Jason finished his spell with 3 wickets.
However a 43 run partnership between Harden and Copper began to bring Isis back into the game, Bomber was brought back into the action and saw the former flat bat a six past him before the faithful slower ball next delivery broke the partnership. Dan trapped Naqvi next over and we began to exert some control, Cooper was starved of the ball as the limping Keith Whiter was unable to rotate the strike and just 22 runs came off overs 29-34  capped with Whiter falling to Bomber in his final over.
Cometh the hour and perhaps realising it was going to be down to him, Cooper seized his chance and a game that looked set to go the distance galloped away from us as neither Lenny nor Dan were able to stem the onslaught as single handed he fired the final 38 runs, of his 77no, off just 21 deliveries including four sixes to bring Isis home with fully 18 deliveries to spare.
