Lost by 82 runs
This is a match report I didn’t want to write and if it wasn’t for the Captain’s innings I might never had got around to it. On a hot sunny day we were put into bat and put under pressure from the first ball as Stephenson got down the wicket and lifted the ball out to the mid-wicket boundary. He didn’t look back as the brown dry wicket proved a batsman’s delight, toying with the bowlers as if the keeper went back he came out of his crease but was equally comfortable staying at home as soon as Symo came up.

All the bowlers with the exception of Justin were mauled, but spare a thought for poor Will who conceded, and please say it quietly, thirty (30) in his third over as Stephenson brought up his century. Jason finally got through his defences with the score on 156 and picked up the new bat shortly after but that was the end of any hopes of a revival as although the scoring slowed for a bit and we did pick up another couple of wickets along the way, Bowles and Harden finished strongly to bring up the three hundred.
We were ahead of the comparative score after the first over as Dave fired balls 5 and 6 to the boundary but we fell behind in the next and were never in hunt after that. The tenth over proved a real blow to our chances as first Mattie was bowled and then Dan looking to tee-off got a big outside edge that slip miraculously threw himself to his right and took a one handed reaching up at chest height.
Dave though was playing on a different level and had moved to 63 when he lost Charlie in the 16th over, he gave a chance in the 19th as Kella dropped him but in the confusion of the drop Dave ran out Ted with a suicidal call. Jason didn’t last long as he became Cooper’s fourth victim but at least Will stayed with Dave as the Captain completed his ninth Ipsden century. The 150 came up ten overs later than it did in the Isis innings and Will fell shortly after. There was another partnership for the seventh wicket as Dave broke his own Ipsden record for the highest score but Joe Walter’s moon balls out of the setting sun accounted for 8, 9 and 10 in quick succession leaving Dave in danger of being stranded on 148.
