Lost by 3 runs
The records indicate that this was our first fixture with Nettlebed in over a century and we were greeted with a hot sunny day and a firm batting track.

Nettlebed made first use, their side a mixture of youth, experience and plenty of ability. The openers got off to solid start and looked in little trouble until Justin got through in the sixth over and when first change Will bowled Simmons and then had Edwards caught behind off an inside edge we were on top at 22 for 3.  However the left handed and bandannaed Vines soon showed his talents with a powerful innings, putting on 70 with the precocious talents of Watts (23) that was only halted by a multi-juggled c&b by Jason. 
Vines had time to get to his fifty and bring up the 100 before Justin returned to remove his new partner for a duck but we were then given the run around as another half-century partnership was made as Dave tried a variety of bowlers.
Vines innings came to an end at 90 in the 34th over as he holed out to long-off but Butler (41no) finished strongly as 21 were plundered off the last two overs.

The reply saw Dave for once outscored by Charlie in the early stages and both batsmen had some uncomfortable moments as S Butler sent down some short stuff, Dave wearing one on his shoulder blade as he tried to get out of the way. Dave though grew into his innings and began to find the rope, he brought up the fifty partnership with a four and then launched a long straight six as he seemed set for another big score but next over; M Butler got one to move back in and bowled him for 39.
Chris Rudling came in and found the track to his liking, trusting the bounce to flourish that drive that looks so good in the nets. Charlie was also progressing nicely and they took the score into three figures with another half-century partnership before Charlie completed his first fifty since 2015. He fell for 54 and Sam didn’t last long but Chris and Jason took the score part 150 as we seemed safely on target.
Chris got to his fifty with a boundary (his first half-century for Ipsden) but then disaster as he drove over top of the next ball and was bowled.
This left 21 needed from the final three overs and the opposition captain brought Vines into the attack for the first time, he had proved a thorn with the bat and his slow left armers weren’t easy to get away, conceding just five singles in his first over.

16 needed off two overs, a boundary off the first ball was a shot in the arm and after three singles, Will got under an over pitched delivery and hit it to the mid-wicket boundary to bring a cry of frustration from the bowler. A dot left six needed from the final six balls, our game to lose, a dot to start, then a single, a boundary would tie the scores but no, Vines produced two dots. The pressure was back on the batsmen, a single off the fifth ball and still four needed, all or nothing…and it was nothing as Vines produced another accurate delivery that couldn’t be got away and having been ahead of the run comparison for the first 34 overs we had lost the game in the 35th.
