Bomber’s next over and the bounce did for Pallabhind who lofted tamely to Dan at mid-off. Three overs later it was four down as Hill, who had looked the part, drilled low to Will at cover to give Justin a second, another three overs and the collapse was in full flight, first Dan finally got one not to bounce over the stumps and bowled his man, the opener came back out and did not last long as Justin had him caught next over, Dan kept up the run with one that pitched on the base of the stumps and Will with his very first ball got one to dip and bowl Martin-Dillon. Four wickets in four overs and HNCC had run out of batsmen. Their last two had yet to arrive but we proposed to take an early tea and wait for their arrival as they were due in about 30mins.
After an excellent tea, the mini beef pies and smoked salmon sandwiches two of many highlights the two men arrived but despite Swingler being the top scorer when we last met he received little support as Will picked up two more cheap wickets.
