Another scorcher, the outfield now almost completely brown, the only green being around the well-watered square.

Dave won the toss and batted, finding the boundary three times before being bowled in the sixth. Jono joined Mattie and although the partnership lasted fifteen overs, the run rate barely got above three, both batsmen being watchful by nature. Dorchester elected to bowl out both their openers, Anastadiadis finishing with the impressive figures of 1-10. But with the bowling change runs became a little easier, extras also being gifted but Mattie’s innings came to an unfortunate end with a defensive shot that saw the ball bounce gently back into his stumps.
Charlie, no doubt frustrated by the lack of progressive came out with a positive frame of mind and punched his second ball to the long off boundary. His momentum took Jono along with him and they looked to pinch singles as well as strike boundaries as their 58 run partnership came off just six overs, Jono’s run out bringing it to an end. 

Another couple of high scoring overs followed but Charlie holed out off Belcher’s first over and then Will was Lbw in his next. Gary looked to be positive but was frustrated to be run out having hit a six earlier in the over. The first four bowlers had been bowled out by this stage and Sam and Chris were able to capitalise with an unbroken 41-run partnership that also saw extras reach their half-century as we finished at 210, though this felt short given the conditions.
The reply saw Redhead and Ottrey dominate the bowling in a 68 run stand that came off just 11 overs. Will in a fine run of form with the ball broke through; inducing Redhead to sky to Charlie in the 12th and bowled Ottrey in the 16th.  Chris replaced him coming up the hill and wasn’t able to find a consistent line but out of nowhere produced a swinging delivery that knocked back Sharman’s middle peg. Gary was coming towards the end of his downhill spell at this stage and having recovered from an expensive start was rewarded with a wicket in his last over as Justin caught Kitson.
Dave by now was running out of bowling options and having to juggle his resources, there was a bonus as Anastadiadis holed out off Sam’s one uphill over, Will taking a nicely judged catch on the deep square boundary but this brought Jayapaul and Watts together who kept out our remaining efforts and saw Dorchester home with nine balls to spare and an excellent 91 run stand.
