Won by 7 wickets
Another hot and sunny day saw A Few Good men visit Ipsden; they were a man short in the build up to the match and suffered another setback with an additional withdrawal on the eve of the game.

Winning the toss they elected to bat and with the first ball being fired to the cover boundary it looked like being another long hot day in the field for the home side. Having hit that first boundary though, Maitland did not prosper and was bowled off his pads at the beginning of the third with no addition to the score, however any hopes of us getting amongst them early were dashed by a half century partnership for the second wicket in just seven overs. Dan’s introduction seemed to have little effect, going for eleven runs in his first over, but his second saw us begin a fight back as Sheen (30) popped up a catch to Sam, and there was almost a repeat in the same over but the chance was grassed.

However the reprieve only lasted until Dan’s next over as Barstao holed-out to long off, Will with the safe hands, with the batsmen having crossed, Knight hit Dan for six but then two balls later found the sweet spot with a forward push and it flew to mid-off where Will took it low down. Jason followed up next over to bowl Davie and we had them at 75 for 5.
But we were not into the tail as Metcalfe joined Duncan in the 13th over and they were not separated until the 33rd, both reaching half-centuries in a partnership worth 143 and exposing our lack of fifth front line bowler as the supporting cast were put to the sword. The break through finally came with the batsmen pushing for late runs and injudiciously taking on Dan’s arm leaving Metcalfe (66) short of his ground. At the end of the penultimate over Duncan (79) elected to retire out and give the last man a go but Mason didn’t get to face a ball as Bomber bowled James early in the final over to end the innings.

On another day, in a different season 224 would have looked an intimidating total, but at one stage AFGM had looked set for 250 plus and with an outfield burnt brown and AFGM a man short (we lent them one fielder during the second innings) we were still in the game.
So it proved and at one stage there was speculation as to whether Dave and Alister were on course to break their own record for the first wicket partnership, those thoughts proved to be very premature however they did get to 123 before Al (48) was trapped plumb in front by Barstao. Dave was on 62 at this stage and had accelerated to 91 three overs later when he lost Charlie for a duck, the lbw decision not looking as cast iron as Alister’s had been.
Davie was introduced next over and Dave looking to get on with things holed out to long-off for 92 when looking set for another century. His wicket caused a big cheer in the AFGM ranks but if it looked like a wobble then Chris Rudling and Dan steadied any nerves and both grew into a partnership of 72 that in the end raced home with 40 balls to spare.
For the record; Dan took his 300th Ipsden wicket during the match, just the seventh player to achieve that milestone.
