Won by 44 runs
We had been due to play Turville Park but with them having pulled out on the Friday due to a lack of numbers, Charlie had been able to match us up with Checkendon for the first fixture between the two neighbouring villages since 1939 according to my records.
A 35-over format with a max 8 per bowler was agreed (in deference to our lack of a strong fifth) and Dave rather indecisively elected for us to bat. A three off the first ball demonstrated the fast pace of the outfield but there was a rude end to the over as Alister steered the ball to gully where it was well held.

Dave looked in fine form over the next few overs as he punched several fours but in going back to Sharma in the sixth he had his bails trimmed, little did we know at this stage that his 20 was to be the matches’ highest score. A couple of further small partnerships got going between Charlie, Jono and then Ted but each was brought to an end before they really got going. Viru had bowled Jono and then proceeded to bowl Dan through the gate and got another in-ducker to ricochet back into the stumps off Ted’s pads, 82 for 6.
It was looking a real mess, Jason and Sam (playing his first game of the season) put on twenty for the seventh but when Jason fell the innings rather petered out to 116, the needless run out of Justin not helping the cause as we were dismissed for the first time this season.

There wasn’t much optimism at tea, those that had played Checkendon in the midweek league were speculating that double the runs might have given us a chance and so it seemed as the reply started with a four first ball. Second ball went straight up in the air but was spilt and after three overs the score was 20 for 0 and it seemed a very early finish was on the cards.
Justin got us going, bowling Sandeep with the first ball of the fourth and Bomber followed up with two in three balls at the start of the fifth, 22 for 3. We were expecting the Checkendon captain at this stage, those that had played against him spoke highly of his batting but he kept himself back as Jason came into the attack. In his second over Mohite got a top edge as he tried to pull and Dan stretched up at slip to pouch it and the same combination took out Khare in Jason’s next over, the batsman not keen to go, convinced his bat had hit the ground, it more than likely had but he was apparently unaware that the ball had also deflected off the edge and straight to slip. Still we waited for Arrowsmith and finally his time came in the 17th as Ami’s long vigil came to an end bowled by Jason.
He watched the first three balls happy to judge the pace and wicket before driving the fourth back over the bowler’s head but although it went flat it hadn’t been timed as Bomber was able to take a few paces from mid-off and take the catch. The danger man gone, 47 for 7 and Jason had 4 for2.

Sharma and Saxena demonstrated that Checkendon weren’t yet done as they put on twenty for the eighth but Jason got a fifth as the no.9 put up a catch that Dave took to the floor with him. Next over and it was all but over as Sharma tried to smear Dan through the mid-wicket where Simo got down on his haunches to make no mistake. Fittingly it was Jason or Dizzy as he became known during the afternoon that finished things off, bowling Williams.
For the record; Jono has announced that Nestle are sending him to Australia for the next two years. Dave took his 53rd Ipsden catch, I mention this as I realise I missed the opportunity to announce his 50th earlier in the season. Jason’s figures are the third best for an away fixture in the modern era (post-1983).
