Dominic jnr replaced him and together with Wilson set Swyncombe well on the path to our total as they reached 69 for 1 after fifteen.

At this point the match swung sharply back our way as last week’s hero Jason came into the attack and started with a maiden, then Dan bowled Dominic, Jason followed up with a double wicket maiden bowling two Crocketts and then Dan took the third and shorty after Clive Goodall. In forty three balls the score had only advanced ten runs for the loss of five wickets.
