Won by 4 wickets
With the captain absent we travelled to Aston Tirrold with Dan in charge for our inaugural fixture with Astons CC. There had been a late withdrawal by Jono that had been covered by Symo but Ted was a no show and we later found out he hadn’t received his call up.
