After the captain’s tea, there was the captain’s duck and a golden one at that as our innings got off to a dreadful start, a full ball from Rimzan castling Dave. Things didn’t get any better when in the fourth Charlie was given out lbw, convinced the inside edge came before the ball hit his pad. It got worse; Sam having pierced the covers for four then had a waft outside off to one of Stevens’s tempters and edged to the keeper.
Chris Rudling at least showed the way to hit consecutive boundaries and looked to have brought last season’s trophy winning form forward a year but a fine catch in the covers brought us back to earth with a thud and when Ted fell next over to the young spinner we were a very sorry looking 32 for 5.
It put a lot of pressure on Dan to pull something special out of the hat so early in the season but he got off to a good start and found excellent support from Jason, sharing almost equally in a half-century partnership that was motoring along at six an over, but with the score on 83 Luke Cranshaw trimmed the Australian’s bails. Will hung around to help the score into three figures before a direct hit saw him comfortably short of his ground.
Dan perhaps sensing that he needed to try and win the game before any more of the tail was exposed found another gear and with Simmo showing the benefit of his pre-season nets, the game moved quickly on.
