Lost by 54 runs
Another double jumper day, indeed it preceded a record cold Bank Holiday, as we travelled to Moreton for only the second time having previously lost a Friendly Cup Final in 2010. We had been due to host Wolvercote CC so were grateful to Charlie in finding a replacement opponent.

We had a new face in the team with Pratek recruited through Charlie and Jason with only ten of the club coming forward, no doubt due to the Bank Holiday. Dave won the toss and elected to bowl and it looked a good shout early on with runs in short supply. Will made the breakthrough in the sixth as Esse slapped a catch to Chris Rudling on the point boundary.
This though brought the first Macdonald to the crease and what would turn out to be the biggest partnership of the match, Howat finally got off the mark with a boundary having played and missed more than his fair share during the first nine overs. Together they put on 73 until the opener was bowled by Pratek in his first over.
Another useful partnership developed with the second Macdonald at the crease, Tom had been dropped in the 40s by Bomber and had made 61 when Chris Strange found the top of off at the start of his second spell. This started something of a fightback as first Dan picked up Will Mac and then Chris had an over to remember picking up three more wickets. Will had two of his own in the penultimate over before Moreton wrested back the initiative as Ram dismantled Bomber in a final over that went for 21.
After tea in the pub, the reply saw Dave survive this week’s first ball albeit with an edge along the floor to the boundary. This was to be the only runs the third Macdonald would concede for the next 36 balls until a single in his final over, 7-5-5-1.
This set the scene as we struggled to make any headway against the tight disciplined lines of the attack and wickets were chipped away. The sixth fell in the 24th with just 50 runs on the board. With the game all but won Moreton elected to mix up the bowling and Jason wasn’t shy in cashing in; rattling up our top score of 42* by the end, one of only three batsmen to make double figures. We as a team at least got into three figures but the margin of defeat by 54 runs was flattering.
