Lost by 14 runs
The opening round of the cup saw us host the Oxfordshire County Council Staff CC and invited to bat opener Rafiq unfurled some early authoritative drives. Supported by Parish, the partnership had put on a half-century stand before Dan made the breakthrough in the 14th over. Shoukat came in and struck two boundaries before becoming somewhat incapacitated by a blow on the foot and was bowled by Dan for his second.

Debutant Josh was brought on second change down the hill but his left arm pace was dispatched by Rafiq as his opening over went for 16, Dan though at the other end struck again next over as Simmo up to the wicket held an excellent slither of an edge to remove Ghani.

Josh had a better second over and then struck in his third to bowl Kennel but Rafiq had just reached his half-century and he found another partner to stay with him in Rouse as they put on another 45 in eight overs before a juggled catch by Dan removed Rouse in the 31st with the score on 145.
Three overs later Chris Strange took the prize scalp as he got one to grip and hold in the pitch and Rafiq was through his forceful shot too early, bowled for 86. We had been looking at conceding 200 plus but now with both ends open the bowlers came back into the game and wickets fell regularly with the last 5 going down for 18 runs as OCCS were bowled out for 161 in the 39th over.

An excellent solo tea by Sam saw plenty to go around as several of the opposition were observing Ramadan. Dave had the chance for an early revisit to the buffet, bowled by just the third delivery of the reply.
Your correspondent didn’t see much of what followed as first helping with the washing up and later tackling a flash flood in one of the toilets took my attention however wickets tumbled regularly with no one able to match Rafiq’s efforts.

49 for 4 developed into 83 for 7 and all hope looked to have gone however the unlikely bat of Chris Hughesdon, in at five, had been keeping the opposition out and joined by Josh, the latter took up the challenge with a number of controlled lofted shots through midwicket that kept things interesting. He lost Chris for 24 with the score on 113 but kept going and Justin gave support as the target came down to 37 from the last three and few of the opposition were beginning to glance nervously at the scoreboard.
Nine off the 38th  and ten from the 39th left eighteen required from the final over but the opening bowlers were back into the attack and Ghani closed things out, conceding just 3 runs as Josh finished on a very commendable 35 not out.
