Won by 7 wickets
The second May Bank Holiday weekend and what has traditionally been a fixture where we have struggled for a side, however with Rob Bunting borrowed from the Cholsey midweek XI; for once were at strength. As it turned out it had been more of a struggle for Stonor and they were short of bowlers.
There was drizzle in the air on arrival and at the toss, Stonor elected to bat which surprised us given the time format that they prefer to play. It also didn’t seem that they were intent to pile on runs to put us under pressure in the second innings either as the scoring proved pedestrian for much of the innings. Farr had fired one crisp boundary when he was bowled by Justin in the fifth with the score still in single figures.

There was plenty of activity with bar towels as we tried to keep the seam dry and at least the ball wasn’t visiting the long wet grass very often. Williams came in and looked to be more positive but couldn’t get his timing quite right and when he did finally connect; he fizzed it straight back at Dan who took a stinging c&b.
Dave elected to rotate his bowlers frequently but each held the rate in check, the forty arriving in the 23rd over, as Cripps patiently picked off the odd run. Rich Turner then struck with two wickets, one either side of the fifty. The rate did start to increase but was still only just above two-an-over as we entered the final ten overs or so of the innings. The batsmen had obviously decided to put the foot down and this coupled with the seam starting to swell on the ball they took the initiative and managed to hit 71 off the last 11 overs having only hit 70 in the first 31. Cripps had completed his half-century before falling to the final ball of the innings.
The reply by contrast was positive from the off, the captain received a life when put down by extra-cover, repaying the favour of his own drop in the first innings. He wasn’t to receive a second life and fell in the 11th with the score on 44. Rob came in and clubbed a quick-fire 16 before putting up a catch up that the keeper had time to run around and take.
We then settled back for another enjoyable partnership between Messrs Rudling and Houseman as they put on sixty in about ten overs, Chris (46) finally falling trying the slog the erratic tempters offered by Batty in his first over. Stubbsy came in and held up an end while Dan picked off the remaining runs to finish on 41 not out, with 4.3 overs to spare.
