Lost by 29 runs
With both Dave and Dan absent, Justin was captain for the day. Two drop outs during the week saw Isaac called up together with Tom Brownlow via Simmo. Cholsey also suffered a late withdrawal but had been unable to find a replacement.

It was a blustery day and the winds would later blow in some drizzle during the middle overs of the match. The two captains contrived the toss in favour of Cholsey batting first.

Two fours from the first two balls was not the start Bomber wanted but redemption surely with the final ball of the over as Hansen lobbed the ball in to the covers, Ted moved into positon but somehow the ball eluded his grasp. Both the openers continued to be positive and Hansen received another life in the 7th with forty on the board as he hit a catch to Jason at mid-on only to be put down again. However with the batsmen having crossed, Bomber bowled his partner next ball.
Will and Tom came into the attack, Tom immediately impressing with his controlled and threatening pace, he struck in his first over the remove Hansen (38). Will followed up to remove the new bat for a duck, Sam taking a good falling catch and Tom soon had a second. This brought Aaron Herath to the crease, we had disposed of him cheaply in last season’s two encounters but our luck ran out this time around.
There were plenty of swing and misses and two chances went begging in the deep where the wind contrived to hold the ball up and confound the fielder however there were also an awful lot of powerfully struck boundaries (14x4, 3x6) as he put on 98 with Bosomworth, a partnership that was only brought to an end by a fine catch from Simmo off Jason. A couple of late wickets slowed things up but Aaron completed up his century in the final over.

206 looked an awful lot of runs given the absence of Dave and Dan and disaster in the first over of the reply as Charlie steered a catch to gully. Chris though looked in fine form and together with Ted runs came quickly, indeed Chris brought up his fifty from just 39 deliveries. Together they put on 105 before Ted became the first of Richards three victims. Despite the Rudling heroics we were still behind the rate and Chris, a first Ipsden century in sight, felt he still needed to push on and in trying to fetch a Richards delivery from outside off he could only pull it around to square leg to fall for 83 (14x4, 2x6).
It was a big blow to our hopes and despite a cameo from Jason, the rate continued to grow and we never looked like pulling it back, Cholsey eventually winning by 29 runs.
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
