Won by 6 wickets
After Dorchester pulled out through a lack of numbers, we were again grateful to Charlie for finding a replacement fixture at short notice in the form of Medmenham Village near Marlow. We welcomed Rich Murphy for his Ipsden debut, like Ted, a former Cuxham CC player who we had played against for years.

The home captain won the toss and elected to bat first on the well-kept pitch in the grounds of the SAS Company, boasting site screens, covers and a modern pavilion. Watson-Smyth immediately impressed with a cultured technique and was quick to find the boundary, Will taking the brunt as 28 came off the first four overs. In the fifth Treacy looked to get going with a heave over mid-wicket but missed to gift Bomber the opening wicket.
There was a wait for the second wicket, but Jason and Rich were also economical and suddenly there was a burst of wickets as Jason saw Bagnel chop on, then in his next over, he beat the defence of Watson-Smyth (42), Dan struck in the next over and then Jason again, 68-1 became 70-5 in five overs.

Medmenham recovered with another partnership led by Jim Yarwood that got them into three figures but in Rich’s first over back into the attack, Yarwood  looked to smack something of a pie through cover only to pick out Charlie. Next ball and the incoming Baxter popped up a c&b for a golden duck. The hat-trick was survived but with the innings into its final few overs Allen tried his best to marshal the tail and keep the strike but this resulted in C Clarke being run out with a direct hit on the run from Will in the 33rd and T Clarke being sacrificed off the penultimate ball of the innings. Allen looked to come down the track off the final ball but was bowled.
After a superior tea, we set off in pursuit of 128, Dave found the boundary off Allen but Baxter proved difficult to get away and a heave from Dave in the fourth saw him bowled. Felix Watson-Smyth came into the attack early and the lack of pace from either end saw the scoring dry up, Ted becoming Baxters second victim in the tenth with just 24 on the board.
Matty came in and took 12 off Baxter’s final over to mess up the bowler’s otherwise immaculate figures (2-19) but then he too got tied down as Jim Yarwood also proved difficult to get away. The fifty came up in the 15th but we had only got to 60 by the 20th, some welcome runs followed in the next couple of overs as the partnership passed fifty, but a double wicket maiden saw first Charlie and then Dan (golden) fall to Yarwood jnr. 80 for 4.
The original asking rate of 3.7 had climbed to 6-an-over as Matty pushed Chris for every run he could, Medmenham though had used up their four principal bowlers and Matty seized on the introduction of the sixth bowler as nine came off the 32nd leaving 19 needed off 18 balls, 5 were scored in the 33rd, then crucially a majestic straight batted cover driven six in the 34th and some scampered twos had the game all but won, leaving two singles in the final over enough to seal victory.,Matty with his best for Ipsden 75*.
