Won by 166 runs
For many this will be remembered as the day that England won the 2019 Cricket World Cup, for Matty there was also a century to savour, but for Justin it might invoke memories of a game where he dropped three c&b chances and broke a chair.
Chris Rudling was at Lords as were three of the opposition squad, leading to a couple of youthful replacements becoming ‘Men’ for the day. Colin had a set up a TV in the pavilion so we could at least keep abreast of the other match, as Dave won the toss and elected to bat.

The outfield was looking short and dry and boundaries quickly arrived off the second and third balls as, with Dave playing the aggressor, the score began rattling along. AFGM didn’t help their cause in the seventh as initially the fielder showed some fine athleticism to pull back the ball just short of the road boundary and then threw it to the bottom end as the players came back for two, however it evaded the keeper who looked around in horror to find no one backing up as it raced over the boundary for overthrows, the Ben Stokes one proved a little more crucial later in the day.
The fifty came up in the ninth with 3 consecutive 4s from Dave who topped that in the 11th as Knight entered the attack and went for 6-4-6 from his opening three deliveries as Dave brought up his half-century. There was finally some joy for AFGM in the following over as Cox dismissed Cox for 18 and in his next over Dave (62) got himself in a tangle and was bowled; 98 for 2.

Sam joined Matty but went cheaply as AFGM must have felt they were back into the match, however Matty had been in great touch the week before and he was seamlessly into the same groove once again. That might have been bad enough for the opposition but Dan joined him and found the conditions also to his liking and they set about the bowlers without mercy as they broke the record for the 4th wicket with a stand of 174, at a rate of 9.6 runs per over, that was only broken in the final over once Dan (69) had manoeuvred the strike to ensure Matty got over the line for his maiden Ipsden ton. It obviously got too exciting for Justin as at one stage as we were startled by a loud crack as the two front legs of the plastic chair he was using snapped off.
After a tea by the Houseman’s  a name that guarantees quality, the reply got under way and I won’t go into too much detail save that AFGM never got going, there were a couple of partnerships that fell in the 30s but no batsmen got  any better than 27. As eluded to at the start it could of gone a lot worse for them  if Justin had held his chances, he bowled two batsmen in his first two overs but then in the second one he also managed to put down two dollies in his follow through off consecutive balls, a third harder chance that he had to pursue came later in his spell but that got away as well, Will had missed a c&b himself having steadied himself under the descending ball and Bomber couldn’t hold on to one that was fired back low.
With our game going through the motions we were alerted to the situation that England had four overs left to pull off a remarkable comeback, we paused our match and gathered under the TV to watch the dramatic conclusion of the innings with plenty of nerves and much cheering as the scores were tied. While they set up for the super over, we trooped out to get another over of our match out of the way before returning to go through the tortuous drama all over again. Once we had finished celebrating England’s remarkable win, we polished off the AFGM tail as thankfully their innings didn’t go the distance as it likely would have likely taken until about 8pm.
For the record: The second week running that Matty beat his Ipsden best, becomes the tenth player in the modern era to record three figures. New record for the 4th wkt and the sixth best for any wicket. We equalled the club record of 39 x 4s in an innings. Our second highest innings total in the modern era and our second biggest margin of victory.
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
