Won by 9 wickets
A fixture that has been blighted by wet weather since its inception with 3 of the 5 previous encounters rained off. Thankfully 2019 proved a dry day as Twyford visited Ipsden for the first time. Dan had the captaincy with Dave on the side lines with a bad back and having won the toss inserted the visitors.

Lancum was quickly on the offensive launching Bomber’s third ball for four but in looking for something similar next delivery, he could only pick out Matty at long off who took a comfortable catch. Justin got some lift from the other end and Schofield pulled the third to the boundary but missed the fifth and was bowled, 8 for 2.

The burly Teal came in and looked to assert himself with a couple of boundaries but in the fifth over he looked to crunch another through extra cover but could only slice it up and Charlie had time to jog round from extra to mid-off to take the catch. There was a chance to catch breath for a couple of overs but in the ninth Miller was deceived by a slower ball, 34 for 4.
Chris S and Josh came into the attack and the latter was quickly up against new bat Razz who took an immediate liking to the extra pace, he climbed into Josh who conceded 33 off his first two overs. There was almost revenge in his third, a maiden, but he saw Razz dropped at deep-square leg on 48, Chris S picked up H Fort early in his spell but he too was on the receiving end from Razz who completed a 32-ball fifty, and accelerated into the seventies.
Dan came into the attack and immediately regained some control, running out Chris Fort during his first over and conceding just 2 runs from his first four. Pratik came on at the other end and the scoring shots became less frequent, Razz brought up the 150 in the 28 and moved to 92 but next ball could only scoop the ball up off Dan and Matty made no mistake. Downes contented himself to pick off the odd boundary in the final overs before unfurling three in a row to end the innings and set us 187 to win.
The reply saw Matty continue his impressive form of recent weeks and dispatch a string of fours, there was not much chance of running singles as Charlie was struggling with his achilles and he too looked to deal in boundaries, the score had got to 51 in the 15th when Miller got one to come back into Matty to trap him in front. Althougth the opening partnership had been going on nicely the required rate had crept up to 6.8 as Ted came to the crease but we needn’t have worried as initially some fortunate byes got past the keeper and with Charlie employing an all or nothing approach as his leg got worse runs came quickly.
T&R tried mixing up the bowling but could not find control, Ted hitting Downes for back to back sixes before Charlie decided he couldn’t go on and retired. Chris R came in and got to face the first ball of Downes next over which he promptly launched into the trees in the direction of Ipsden House and Ted dispatched the fifth ball of the over for another maximum as the 150 came up. We didn’t look back and the remaining runs came quickly with more than 4 overs to spare.
For the record: Charlie scored his 8,000th  run for the club, the first to reach that milestone. Matty fell 2 runs short of Phil Houseman’s record for runs in July (277 v 279) but he does set a record for the number of runs between dismissals (277).
