Swyncombe brought the fifty up in the 16th but then a remarkable catch as Ty Crockett snicked a forcing shot off Dan, Simmo up to the wicket fell backwards and was supporting himself with his hands braced on the floor behind him with the ball firmly wedged between his thighs, the batsman was stalking off no doubt cursing his luck even before the ball was safely transferred to a hand.

It was 52 for 6 next over as Clive Goodall poked a catch back to Matty but any thoughts of us running through the remainder of the line-up were put on hold as Aidan Keeble counter attacked ably supported by Collins. The hundred was up in the 29th and Lenny had been taken for twenty in his first three overs when he got the break through, the tall Collins getting an inside edge down and into the stumps. Lewis was run out next over trying to give Keeble the strike, defeated by Wills accurate throw and although Aidan (54*)  plundered some more runs off Dan, Lenny picked up both 10 and 11, clipping the top of the stumps both times as the innings finished almost six overs short.
Tea was accompanied by a light shower before Stubbsy, promoted to opener and Matty took guard. The partnership didn’t last the first over as Collins fired one through Stubbsy defences. Ted joined Matt and whilst they survived, they certainly didn’t prosper as Swyncombe’s younger, sharper attack had the ball flying through with height and carry, although this did mean we picked up a few byes. The score had reached 21 in the 12th when Matty covered the wrong line and was bowled to end his fine run of scores. Ted was pinged on the helmet and played a sumptuous cover drive before he perished trying get after the slows of Day as our run rate struggled to keep up to speed.
