Lost by 2 wickets
A windy day in Ipsden saw a new horizon as the three remaining large cooling towers at Didcot had come down just after 7am. Rain in the week and some early light drizzle meant a soft pitch that challenged the batsmen’s timing throughout the match.
With Dave again out with his back, Dan had the reigns and was asked to bat. A couple of maidens from the opening bowlers set the tone for the first half of the innings as we struggled to make headway, Charlie had hit all three of our boundaries when he was bowled through the gate in the seventh.
Stubbsy had to be alert with Jono joining him, run out in their last partnership he made it to 12 before perishing in the same fashion in the twelfth, 44 for 2. Acceleration was needed as we limped to 51 at drinks but Chris R was also finding timing difficult. Jono though was in and led the way as they put on a half-century partnership, Chris had also begun to find his range as we passed three figures but then fell next over, 112 for 3.
Jono, aware of the need for quick runs brought up his half-century and harried Sam through a partnership of 22, taking most of the 15 runs off the 28th over, before Sam was stumped next over. The scene looked set for a cameo from Dan but after a crunching four, a long hop from A Richards that barely got up yorked him and then Jason was trapped in front next ball, 139 for 6. Momentum was lost for the next 3 overs but we finished with nine and eight off the last two with Pratik raising some cheers with a four and then a fully committed dive to complete a two off the last ball, Jono finishing with an undefeated 84.
The reply saw Dan experimenting by switching Will to the top end as Hambleden got off to a steady start that by the end of the eleventh matched our progress at 38. They hadn’t lost a wicket, although that changed next over as Jason came into the attack and saw Rosier glove behind. That brought Dickie to the crease and he dealt almost exclusively in boundaries that held the Hambleden innings together in the middle overs.
He fell to Jason for 46, Charlie making no mistake with the skier, just as rain began to descend forcing us off, 103 for 3 with the game in the balance. We were not delayed for long and a look at the scores saw that after the 27th both teams had scored 117, in our innings it was at this point where Jono had taken 15 off an over to give us a lift, but Hambleden out did this and took twenty with Ottoway climbing into Chris H and forcing a bowling change.
The change worked as Chris R bowled Sanders then next over Dan stuck out a paw to instinctively nab Ottoway and then bowled C Murton first ball, 146 for 6. Chris R was unable to repeat his magic and then the returning Bomber conceded two boundaries, Dan returned at the other end for the 34th over and a two off the second ball brought the scores level. Game over surely but no, third ball Dan bowled S Murton and then fourth ball bowled Arnold, it was frantic stuff.
P Richards came in and great drama as both balls came close to removing him; heads were in hands everywhere you looked, it was down to the last over and the field closed in on A Richards, the ball was on target but out of nowhere the batsman unleashed a pull that almost took out poor Will, needless to say the ball rushed to the boundary for the winning runs.

For the record: Charlie had suspected it during the match but it was only confirmed afterwards after the player had left but Ralph Dickie is the same player we have faced against Turville Park several times and indeed in 2009 as a youngster played for us against them when we were one short.
