Lost by 61 runs
Thanks to the COVID-19 crisis, we had to wait until July for the dawn of the new season. Indeed, many of us were surprised that we actually got to play in July as we fully expected to have to wait until September, or indeed 2021. With the government decision to permit recreational cricket again from this weekend, came a lot of new rules / guidelines / considerations which meant quick decisions had to be made and a lot of work undertaken to ensure we ticked all the boxes and got the pitch into a reasonable state

With a new season came a new captain and he promptly improved on the record of the previous incumbent by winning the toss and inserting the opposition. While Ipsden were keen on a 35-over match, Aldworth were more in favour of a 30-over affair.  

A certain amount of rustiness was to be expected in all departments as we walked out to field in perfect weather, unfortunately, this did not apply to the opposition’s opening pair as Richardson in particular was quickly into his stride and Will was made to suffer. Dan elected to bowl Justin straight through and his miserly 6 over spell yielded only 12 runs. Unfortunately, Justin again proved he could not cope with the multi-tasking required to take a c&b as a relatively straight forward chance was spilled.  Dave also grassed a difficult, diving chance off Justin’s bowling running back from mid-wicket. Both these chances, however, were not costly as Justin shortly dismissed the batsman, Gardner, with 40 on the board.  

Josh took the place of Will down the hill and he came in for some early treatment but then bowled out the middle order although with some pitch assistance as one kept low.  Three could have been four but he over-stepped the line negating Dave’s catch at long on.  Unfortunately, Richardson remained and any stray deliveries were pounced upon as Josh and Dan disappeared into the next door field.  

The lack of a square-leg umpire meant that one run-out was deemed to be too marginal; however, no umpire was required when Josh’s accurate throw and Simmo’s smart take meant that even the bowling umpire could rule it out! Sam was exceptional in the field and he bravely stopped a number of hard cover dives whereas fielding entertainment was provided by Ted who conceded a 4 by knocking the ball onto the telegraph pole.

The introduction of Jason up the hill yielded immediate results as he bowled Richardson with his first ball. This left Aldworth at 102-5 off 19 overs and we felt we had control. However, some lusty lower order hitting meant the last 10 overs yielded 92 runs.  Simmo took a sharp chance off Dan and Dan took a good catch at long off but 196-8 looked an above par score for the wicket.  

After our individual teas were eaten, where the Houseman clan won the award for best tea with a BBQ although none of us could exactly leave the field to either light or tend to a BBQ, Dave and Charlie walked out to bat.  Some tight bowling and definite rustiness meant scoring opportunities were thin on the ground as we ground our way to 17 off the first 7 overs. Luckily the opposition were in need of catching practice as an easy chance from Dave was spilled and he later survived 2 further, but harder, chances.  The Ipsden innings became a tale of batsman starting to find their groove but then getting out.  Charlie was the first to go mistiming a catch, Ted struck a beautiful shot over the top but was then caught himself and then Chris R struck back-to-back boundaries before being caught and bowled.  Dave started to find his timing and hit one six the ball after diving out of the way of an unintentional beamer.  As the run-rate climbed, another attempt at a 6 by Dave saw him caught on the boundary to leave us at 73-4 in the 18th.  Dan and Jason both found the boundary but were out as soon as they hit double figures. Josh and Simmo had an energetic partnership but the run rate was by now unachievable. The loss of Simmo in the 29th meant that Will and Josh saw out the innings with us falling 60 runs short.   

Ultimately, while the result was a disappointment, we were all glad to be playing again on a glorious summer’s day and we can look forward to resurrecting as many matches as possible for the remainder season. The new rules did cause some headaches but both teams are to be thanked for playing their part and adhering to the new guidelines!
