Won by 22 runs
With Dan away the captaincy devolved upon Justin for a first ever visit to Chalgrove. Putting a side together had not been straight forward however; Justin had been able to coax Rich Eltham, a former Crowmarsh team-mate, to play his first game for about five years while Lawrence, making his Ipsden debut, had used his Dorchester connections to recruit Les Tattersall for the day.

Our hosts won the toss and we were asked to bat, the overnight rain had softened the top layer and judging the bounce did not look easy, the bowlers were very much on top and scoring opportunities rare and after Dave chopped on and Charlie gloved to the cordon we had only 16 off the first eleven overs.
However Ted and Rich started brightly, the latter with a big six to the long on boundary and didn’t look back, Ted not as keen on running the threes as his more sprightly partner but they proved an excellent pairing, the fifty partnership coming up in the 21st over, Rich having hit two sixes in the 25th over, brought up his fifty and the hundred partnership not long after before falling in the 29th. This triggered something of a collapse with four sorry ducks coming one upon the other as we rather staggered our way through the final overs, Ted left undefeated on 41*.
It didn’t feel an imposing total during the break given the younger, more athletic, opposition but we too started brightly with Justin picking up two with straight forward catches taken at mid-on and silly mid-off. But a partnership for the third seemed to put Chalgrove back on track, however Lawrence came into the attack in the 16th over and made the breakthrough, Armstrong getting a top and edge that Ted and Simmo chased, both seemed intent on taking the catch but thankfully despite a coming together, Simmo held on.
Les was also introduced to the attack, but received some early punishment with 15 coming off his first 1.1 overs, the last ball of his second over seemed destined to add more damage as Little fired it high towards the square-leg boundary but Charlie set himself and made no mistake with the catch. Chalgrove had reached 81 for 4 by the end of the 23rd, leaving 57 required off 72 deliveries and the game seemingly in the balance, but it swung very much in our favour from that point as Les got one to hold in the pitch to defeat Nicholls in his last over, Sam came on and his even slower style deceived Chown.
All seemed to rest on the batting of Cooper who responded by charging Lawrence and attempting to hit him down the ground, but the full-blooded follow through was in vain as the ball eluded him and clattered into the stumps. This proved to be Chalgrove’s last card and despite the efforts of C Little, the final wicket fell in the 33rd.
For the record: the only other fixture we have had scheduled against Chalgrove was back in 1998 when unfortunately the game had to be postponed. Justin was very aware that this was his first victory as Ipsden captain in his fifth attempt. The Covid ball cleaning was augmented regularly by the ball finding the boundary brook.
