Lost by 2 wickets
It went down to the final over but alas the winning running came to an end. With the captain, amongst others, absent and a late withdrawal not helping, the team was a little threadbare with Will roping in a fellow Brazier’s resident, Duncan, and young Isaac playing as his dad took the captains reigns on an unseasonally hot September afternoon.
Isis won the toss and put us into bat on a track which Charlie had only made a decision on, rather than the next one along, late in the morning. It proved the best batting track he had prepared in this shortened season and he took advantage of it given first use.
After a steady first half-dozen overs, runs flowed with more freedom as the partnership moved from the teens to the forties in the next three and the fifty was up in the 11th but Dave (20) then fell to the last ball of the 13th; bowled by Symons. The rate slowed as Matty felt his way into the game and neither batsman was able to dispatch the tempting slows of Keith Ponsford.
Charlie brought up his fifty in the first of two profitable overs from Henry which also saw the total pass 100, forcing Isis to bring back JP mid-innings but he couldn’t find the breakthrough. An honourable mention to extras (45) who made a valuable contribution to our eventual total.
As Isis mixed up the bowling, Charlie was noticeably tiring but Matty was coming more into his own, the 150 was up in the 29th and he led a the assault in those final overs, consecutive sixes in the 32nd saw East withdrawn, Charlie finally fell in the 34th as he drove back into the clutches of Symons before consecutive boundaries in the last brought up Matty’s fifty. It was a decent total but given how well the pitch was playing there was no complacency going into the break.

We got off to a decent start as Justin bowled his opposite number in the second over, but that was as good as it got for a fair few overs as Stanbury who had scored heavily in last season’s home encounter was quickly into his work and anything on leg was seemingly tucked away to the boundary. The score comparison was almost identical after 13 overs but Isis began to pull away as Stanbury scored well off Will’s opening overs to pass fifty, Lawrence though who had been asking questions, struck in the 17th to bowl Jacobs and break the 81 run partnership.
The 100 came up in the 19th and come the 22nd Justin could delay introducing a fifth bowler no longer, Les was the chosen man; a dot and single off the first two, but his first ball to Stanbury was a leg side long hop that had the batsman drooling, the shot was lined up to launch the ball into field beyond the Ipsden House driveway but no, he clothed it and could only help it around the corner where it dollied to Lawrence at fine leg, the batsman couldn’t believe what he’d done but his 76 out of 117 had put Isis ahead of the game.
Two balls later and Todd showed how it was done as he launched Les for a maximum and seemingly approached every delivery with a similar intent. Bomber was brought back in the 25th and Todd swung at the first ball but could only get a thin leading edge that sent the ball spinning into the offside but Lawrence couldn’t quite get there as it spun out of his finger ends, Todd swung and missed four more times before being bowled off the last.  JP came in and was quickly off and running before Les yorked Henry on the second bounce, 148 for 5 at the end of the 28th compared to 149 for 1.
It was neck and neck, Isis had lost more wickets but we only had 1 over from Justin left from our first three bowlers. JP helped take nineteen off the 30th from Les including a reverse sweep for four and nine followed from Will’s next, Justin brought Chris into the attack and was rewarded as he bowled Symons, Will then removed East and when Chris followed up by bowling Malcolm we were suddenly believing again, 15 needed from 9 balls.
How many would Justin have to defend with in the last, alas this is where it all went wrong as two balls evaded Matty behind the stumps to go to the boundary, the second given as wides and a two to finish the over meant only four to win and JP struck the winning runs off the second ball of the final over to finish 40 not out.

There were plenty of sliding doors moments during the game to reflect upon with our ground fielding leaving much to be desired and we weren’t helped when Duncan pulled up lame towards the end of the game with a hamstring injury having proved an athletic asset in the field up to that point but at the end of the day Isis deservedly edged the contest.
