Won by 6 wickets
After the wind and rain of the fixture at Stonor, a welcome contrast for the trip to Nettlebed as the sun cream came out as well as Houseman’s in deck chairs. Dan lost the toss but it proved immaterial as he was looking to bowl anyway.

There was a dramatic start, as second ball Justin strayed down leg but the batsmen in having a flick at it got a little nibble and Simo took the catch. There could have been another wicket in the fourth as McAlister was given a life on 3 as he edged above Charlie, who could only parry the ball and it returned to earth quicker than he could.
We weren’t left rueing the miss at this stage as Justin was giving nothing away, Young in particular being tied in knots but it was Bomber who sneaked one through his gate in the tenth, 15 for 2. The very next ball and new bat Vockins felt for one, got a thin edge but no, it deflected harmlessly to ground off Simo’s pad.

After thirteen overs, 22 for 2, it was time for a change but how Dan and Jason must have been regretting those missed opportunities as the batsmen decided to make a move and started opening their shoulders. The score shot up with neither bowler able to stem the flow, although Jason saw Rob put a straightforward chance down off a Vockins drive.
Dan replaced himself with Rob but it proved to be like pouring paraffin on a fire as McAlister (91) planted his first ball over the rope to bring up his fifty and mercilessly flayed the rest of this and Rob’s second over to all corners. The century partnership was raced through and it wasn’t until Dan switched ends to replace Jason that the carnage was halted as Matty held the catch. Matty himself was into the attack and bowled Butler in his third over. Vokins (51) looked to cash in on the final few overs and had reached his fifty before falling to Bomber’s next ball.
This was the first of four wickets to fall in the final two overs, Matty picking up two, Charlie with a good catch in the deep off the final delivery to prevent the innings finishing with back to back sixes.

We needed a positive start but M Butler proved to be as frugal as Justin, with just 2 runs coming off his first spell of five overs. There were more opportunities from the other end but after ten we only had 27. A double change saw scoring a little easier and the fifty partnership came up in the fifteenth over, but three overs later and T Vokins had bowled both openers, 65 for 2.
Rob was now key to the chase and his class and power shone with a string of boundaries including a glorious straight six that landed in the shrubbery at long-on as he dominated a half-century partnership with Sam, but having reached his fifty, Rob perished rather tamely, 119 for 3. 
The asking rate was now just under seven, but Chris was quickly into his work and Sam was busy turning over the strike with barely a wasted delivery, and it was Sam who brought up the 150 with a superbly timed clip to leg that flew square to the boundary and had his team mates hollering with approval. There was something of an anti-climax as he was bowled next ball.

28 were needed off 27 balls as Dan strode out but with M Butler back into attack nothing could be taken for granted. However Dan settled the nerves as he smoked a six high into the trees that was initially feared lost in the pond beyond. With Chris following up with a boundary in the same over, the equation was down to 12 off 18. Yet just 2 runs off the 33rd and there was a chance for Nettlebed to put pressure on for the final over if they could keep this one tight, however after four singles, Chris launched the final ball for six to win the game.
For the record: Matty Andrews, the 2019 Batsman of the Year, is currently the joint leading wicket taker with four, after his Ipsden best of 3-30.
