Won by 6 wickets
Another hot sunny afternoon saw us at Woodcote to play BBC Caversham, the chatter rather than being focused on England v Switzerland was on Simo’s news that he was relocating to Liverpool.

Jason saw an early chance go to ground that left Dan wringing a hand as a powerful cut shot escaped his grasp. This exposed a fragile tail and Bomber had two quick wickets and Jason one as the last ten overs yielded just 14 runs, S Fitzgerald with 12 of them.

Matty joined Charlie and they kept up the momentum until Charlie misjudged the bounce and was bowled by a descending ball. Sam came in and was again busy in his work coming down the pitch to Leadbetter, but both Matty (prod to point) and Sam (leg stump clipped) fell with victory within touching distance.
