Won by 98 runs
The first home game of the season was warm but overshadowed by leaden skies and a forecast full of rain developing into thundery showers, therefore a reduced 30-over contest was agreed in an attempt to get a game in.

Hailey won the toss and put Ipsden into bat but not before a minutes silence in the middle for Tim Beardson who had resurrected this local derby back in 2002 although the first two were cancelled due to rain.

A gentle start suddenly came to life in the sixth as Cookie took ten off the over and then both he and Charlie set about the first change; Debastoe who initially only lasted one over as 19 were racked up. The fifty came up next over and Hailey were struggling to apply the brakes, Rob brought up his 43-ball half century in the 13th but in the next he was gone Lbw to S Oppenheimer, 92 for 1.
Any hopes Hailey had of getting back into the contest were quickly dashed as new bat Matty showed a determination to make the most of the opportunity and with Charlie now into his stride, the run rate accelerated. Hailey had no answers until very late in the innings as first Matty went in the 29th over for a dominant 86 (10x4, 5x6) and Charlie fell in the last for 63 (10x4), the partnership worth 131 as we racked up 223.
The rain was evident in the surrounding districts but it had so far skirted around the village however not to push our luck too far we turned things around with only a minimal break.

The Hailey reply got off to a good start with a four off the first ball but off the sixth, Jones lofted a drive to mid-off where Rob took the catch. Bomber was the successful bowler and he struck again in the fifth as Boucher played on. The bowler had a third in the seventh as an edge off an expansive shot lobbed to Charlie at fly slip, 24 for 3.
In the ninth, S Oppenheimer pushed a drive back past the bowler and set off for a hurried single before letting out a startled cry as Cookie swooped, picked up and let fly with a powerful throw that crashed into the stumps and left no doubt as to the outcome, despite the batsman’s desperate dive, 36 for 4. Almost on queue two Hawk jets flew over the ground in formation and Cookie, one of three RAF servicemen in our team, came to attention and snapped off a salute.

For Hailey there was shortly something to cheer as Lyle cleared the rope for the first six of the innings, however next ball he tried a repeat but could only hit it high above Alex at mid-on who waited patiently to make no mistake with the catch as Bomber finished with 4 for 22.

Will had bowled through his spell from the other end with no luck until his final delivery as he picked up the surviving opener thanks to Charlie with his second catch, 51 for 6. With a double bowling change, Hailey put some quick runs on the board, before Simmo signed off in his final game before he relocates to Liverpool with a leg side stumping off Alex. Tusting perished for a duck in the next over but Robinson came in and played an innings Hailey could have done with much earlier in the piece.
For five overs he dispatched the bowling to all corners to bring up the hundred and aided by Debastoe (20) put on 51 for the ninth wickets, but Dan belatedly brought himself into the attack and although his first over didn’t slow things much his second was deadly, taking the final two wickets to leave Robinson stranded on 42no (4x4, 3x6).

For the record: Ipsden’s first victory over Hailey since 2010 when three Ipsden batsmen also hit half-centuries. The rain finally arrived as your correspondent drove home.
