Won by 110 runs
Pangbourne were this week’s visitors, however, like last week we were a couple of players short. Matty was back after the birth of baby James (who was in attendance with Rochelle later on), Imad brought along Khizer and Dan had managed to coax Phil out of retirement for his first game for 8 years. With grey clouds circling at the toss it was agreed that the game be shortened to 30 overs for the second week running, Pangbourne won the toss and asked us to bat.

Ted and Matty made a solid start, helped by Read, who was finding coming down the slope a challenge, bowling a succession of wides and no-balls. Meanwhile Matty helped himself to a couple of boundaries from Booth at the other end before the bowler settled in, conceding only 4 runs from his next 5 overs, with Matty falling to a good catch in the fifth of these. First change Shantha quickly found out that anything short of a length was sitting up waiting to be hit, Ted making use of the slightly shorter leg side boundary. Shantha however managed to push Chris R back into his crease causing the batsman to hit his own stumps while trying to cut the ball. Imad became B Holloway’s first victim, Shantha holding on well in the deep before Holloway then bowled Phil for a 3 ball duck.

This brought Dan to the crease, sensing this was the time to push on the pair put on 85 in 8 overs. Ted accelerating (50 to 100 in 24 balls) hitting both a tiring Shantha and Greenaway to the fence to score his maiden century before Dan helped himself to 28 runs from Greenaway’s last over, bringing up his own fifty in 24 balls. Dan then fell to Read, before Alex was bowled by M Holloway looking to hit out at the death; 222 for 7 at the break.

The sun came out and welcomed us onto the field after tea, both Will and Justin were quick to find their line and length, carrying on their excellent form from the week before, testing both Pangbourne openers who looked solid in defence. It was all change in the sixth over as Will got one to move away off the pitch just enough for B Greenaway to edge behind to Matty. New bat Booth got a leading edge everyone watched as the ball sailed high above cover where Khizer looked like he had over-run the ball only to hold a hand out and take the catch one handed above his head, much to his delight. Alex held onto a great two handed catch above his head at mid-off, 22 for 3, Will with all three.

Young Greenaway (13) came out to bat, showing plenty of promise at the crease as he and Shantha put on 37 for the 4th wicket before Thierry picked up Shantha, Will taking the catch at deep mid-wicket. Khizer and Phil came on to share the final 6 overs, Phil had Holloway caught in the covers by Imad and Khizer bowled Quinlan and Dan ran out Greenaway, Pangbourne finishing on 112 for 7 from their 30.
For the record: James Church becomes the 16th Ipsden centurion (all time). Matt Andrews scores his 1000th Ipsden run. Dan Houseman moves into second place in the six hitting table, taking his total to 140 in overtaking Simon Brown. Phil Houseman takes his 345th Ipsden wicket, ten years since no.344.
