Lost by 3 wickets
The sun returned for the final of the Friendly Cup, with temperatures in the high twenties. Neither side had won the trophy before but for Ipsden it was to prove another deeply disappointing day with our fifth defeat in the final (not fourth as I mistakenly thought on the day)
