Lost by 6 runs
Our losing streak continues and despite the narrow margin of defeat, the chase from a long way out felt like we were running to the bus stop knowing we weren’t going to quite make it but were still desperately waving in the hope the driver would spot us and take pity as the bus pulled away.
Dan had again struggled to pull an eleven together, but Jatin was able to make his debut having been rained off in August, another new face was Nick from the Braziers community and, persuaded to play that morning was former vice-captain John Ramsay, not seen since a solitary appearance in 2016.

Dan won the toss and elected to field, we kept things tight in the early overs with just 11 coming off the first seven, but there was no breakthrough and it was to be a frustrating afternoon in the field as five or was it six catches were spilt, Stanbury receiving several lives in his knock as he battled the inconsistent bounce from the wicket and John’s aggression to do the bulk of the work in building the Isis total.
You know a pitch is misbehaving when Bomber sees one lift over the batsman’s head and is called for height and Charlie did not have a fun afternoon standing in with the gloves as the extra pace of John saw him grimacing more than once as he was rapped on the finger ends and the extras rattled along at an alarming rate.
Ollie Walter was first to go to a tumbling c&b from Jason having added 65 for the first wicket. JP didn’t last long as the two debutants combined, Nick taking an excellent catch low down to his right at square-leg off Jatin. However Stanbury came into his own from this point dominating a partnership of 74 in ten overs with Jacobs, as already mentioned we had our chances to curtail matters but they came and went, and Stanbury capitalised with a half-century until he finally fell; Sam with the grab as it was firmly hit at head height in the final over and John picked up a second as Isis finished on 178.
For most of us it was time for lunch boxes but Dan had neglected to bring John up to speed as to the covid impact so he had to make do with liquids only. The reply got off to the worst possible start as Charlie chipped back to the bowler second ball and Ted fell with only one to his name after nine overs. Sam also failed to register and was soon gone, 28 for 3. Dan came in and looked to win the game single-handed as he pummelled Joe Walter for three fours and two sixes in short order but went big again and holed out on the extra-cover boundary to the delight of the bowler.
While all this was going on Imad was about his work and accumulating, he was another that benefited from a couple of missed chances in the field, but at the other end he lost both John and Nick for single figure scores, 87 for 6. Imad was now into the forties for the first time in his brief Ipsden career but with a half-century beckoning it was his pace between the wickets that proved his Achilles heel as in running a single, despite the throw missing the stumps it had time to deflect back off the tumbling keeper and find him still short, run out for 46.
The game looked gone at this stage, 97 for 7, another 82 still needed off 11 overs. My opening metaphor should in no way diminish the efforts of Jatin (39no) and Jason (33no) to catch the bus driver’s attention but despite their fine efforts* in taking the game to the final over, sixteen were still needed and only nine resulted as the Isis bowlers saw out the closing stages without conceding the big over that we had desperately needed.
