Won by 4 wickets
The first match since the end of the 2019 season where we could fully use the pavilion and reintroduce teas saw an early start for some with pavilion cleaning and clearing a necessity. It was a cold day, that saw fine drizzle in the morning but thankfully it was dry during the match. Plenty of extra layers were in evidence on the field and boundary.

The side was better equipped with bowling options this week but with less batting depth. Dan was back but he fared no better than Matty with the toss and we found ourselves in the field again. Frieth making their first visit to Ipsden, were only a ten and were still waiting on a couple of players as we started. 
Smiley had a life in the first over as he pushed back to Justin who had followed through passed the ball and couldn’t hold on as he tried to adjust. However in the fourth his luck ran out as a ball from Bomber pin-balled off his legs and back onto the stumps. Justin followed up with a successful c&b next over and bowled the remaining opener, McKenzie in the seventh, 19 for 3. It was reminiscent of  last season’s fixture when Frieth rallied from a similar score to win but this time we looked favourites as Bomber struck twice more in the tenth, Jason holding on as Ghafoor looked to go straight, and then Justin also got his third, 31 for 6.
A double bowling change saw no immediate wickets, but Jason in particular was keeping things tight and although Hamza hit several boundaries, Arshad was struggling to find a way to score. Alex saw Charlie juggle and drop the former but Jason finally broke the partnership as a horizontal slash from Hamza outside off, found a thin edge that went safely to Dan at slip, 68 for 7. Dan brought himself into the attack but in his second Arshad came to life with two sixes, and uncharacteristically, the captain’s next over was plundered again with Kassa finding the rope three times.
Josh was into the attack downhill and he too was harshly treated as his second was taken for seventeen, a maiden though in his next put some pressure back on the batsmen and Dan saw Charlie running after a high ball that he took, despite a double juggle, as it dropped over his shoulder to dismiss Kassa. Arshad had gone to his fifty earlier in Dan’s over and he smashed two sixes off the penultimate over and then another off the second ball of the last. He was then dropped as he skied the next to long off, but in throwing the kitchen sink at the next ball, he was undone by Bomber’s slower ball to end the innings, once again Freith had rallied to a decent score following a poor start to post 157.
The Ipsden reply saw two early scares as both Charlie and Matty were put down. However they settled and had put on fifty by the 11th over, looking in no trouble until taking an unnecessary second; a sharp turn and throw left Charlie short of his ground. The game was transformed as this was in the first over from Qaisar who removed Sam four overs later on the way to a very frugal 1-6 from his seven. Arshad then bowled John, as at the half way stage we were 66 for 3.
Dan came in and imposed himself with a couple of powerful hits and Matty was once again into his work as they got the score past 100 but then Dan was undone by a sucker punch. Alex McKenzie in his first over bowling some awful, slow, wayward filth, finally got one on target that Dan lined up to deposit on to the Ipsden House lawn, however he connected with fresh air and the ball rather lazily continued into his stumps.

Jason came in and helped remove McKenzie from the attack as his second went for 18, Matty also going to his fifty during the over. However at the other end, Hamza had only gone for one run in his first three as the game got interesting. Matty finally looked to have broken the shackles as he straight drove the bowler seemingly to the boundary, only for it kick up as it reached the other end and John, the standing umpire, suddenly had nowhere to go as he took it amidships and crashed to the deck, Frieth grateful for the resulting dot. 

28 were still needed off the last 24 balls and that suddenly looked a much bigger ask as Matty (55) holed out to long-off. We needn’t have worried though as despite losing Alex to a direct hit, Jason (31no) peeled off a string of boundaries to see us home with 12 of those balls to spare.
For the record; Sam Simmonds made his second debut having moved back after four years away.
