Lost by 27 runs
After rain in the week, the first part of Sunday was bright and sunny which was to last until things clouded over late in the afternoon. The visitors were Stonor and it was they who decided to bat first.

The openers were watchful and conservative in their early stroke play but having seen off Bomber and Jason they began to accelerate, the fifty came in the 13th over but it was followed by the first wicket as Mayo played across one from Jatin. Cripps kept the runs going, Farr playing second fiddle until Dan came into the attack and he promptly hit the first ball to the rope for his first boundary but was then bowled off the second.
That was as good as it got for us for a period as Lovett came in and took the game away by the scruff, his eight-over stay saw five early boundaries followed by three big sixes before getting out for exactly fifty, Cripps having already reached the same milestone. Imad finally had a wicket off his last ball to improve some battered figures and Bomber removed Cripps (70) in the 33rd as the return of the opening bowlers applied the brakes a little. Dan though had miscalculated meaning he had to come back and bowl the final over which went for eleven as Stonor finished on 209.
After a tasty tea, the reply could not have got off to a worse start, as in the second over Stonor elected for spin and Cookie was done by an ankle biter for a second successive duck. Runs were at a premium and after 10 we only had 20 on the board, things picked up in the next few but Charlie then fell to Maidlow having hit him for six earlier in the over.
A lot rested on Ted and new man Matty but although they kept the scoreboard ticking we were falling further behind the rate. When Ted fell in the 25th and Sam went next over, we were 47 runs behind in the comparison. After another handful of modest scoring overs, the 100 finally came up in the 28th, leaving 110 needed off 42 balls. Matty fresh from an 80-odd knock in midweek, began to find his range, the opening spinner Powell couldn’t have had two more contrasting spells, his first four overs conceded just 6 runs, his second spell of three was dispatched for 45.
John fell hitting out in the 30th to Stonor’s youngster Blomfield (2-40) who bowled remarkably well in the closing stages and despite Matty (88*) there just weren’t enough overs left as we finished comfortably second.
For the record; our first home defeat by Stonor since 1999.
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
