With the captain and a number of other players unavailable, putting an eleven together proved a real challenge. It was eventually resolved by Ted bringing along Charlie Young, one of his near neighbours and a fortuitous contact from former player Will Foley, who had intended merely to check the game was on as he fancied dropping in to watch a few overs, but found himself swiftly upgraded to a playing role.

The BBC had also struggled for a team and similarly had some debutants in their ranks. Unfortunately for them, Justin won the toss and they had to contend with our inform openers, fresh from their unbeaten century stand last time out.

It could have been very different as on ten, Matty looked to go big, back over the bowler, but didn’t get hold of the shot, it seemed destined to be a straightforward catch for mid-off but inexplicably it was shelled.

The fifty partnership came up in the 11th over, the hundred in the 19th and shortly after Charlie had a big let off as he skied into the leg side but although square-leg chased it down he couldn’t hold on and another chance was missed. The two batters were unsure of the total we would need, with a lack of regular bowlers in our ranks there was much uncertainty as what we could defend so the accelerator was rather ruthlessly applied.
Both went passed fifty and having reached his, Matty took the unfortunate Salmon for five consecutive fours to bring up the 150, the BBC were haemorrhaging runs from both ends as the 200 came up in the 29th but next over, Clark broke the partnership as Charlie holed out for 90.
Ted finally got to walk out to the middle having spent a total of almost 57 overs padded up between the two matches, and while he found his feet, Matty continued to hit out.  Off the first ball of the final over he took a single which fortunately got him to exactly 100, as Ted then rather hogged the remaining balls, helping himself to a six and four as we finished on 247.
Any complacency we might have felt at the start of the reply was quickly wiped away as Wasim wasted little time in demonstrating that he was intent on getting the BBC off to a flier, six fours off Bomber and a six off Justin had the score rattling along but in attempting another forceful heave to leg, he got an outside edge that tamely looped into the off-side where Charlie Young was perfectly placed to take a debut catch.
