Lost by 2 wickets
Another hot day and another large flat playing surface, however unlike Brasenose last week there were also large open spaces beyond the boundary rope and with the ball rolling across the outfield like a marble on glass, there were several occasions when a forlorn fielder disappeared into the distance chasing the ball seemingly the same distance again beyond the boundary.
The scouting report had the hosts batting being their strong suit and Dan elected to bat first at the toss, with 250 the ideal minimum target. It didn’t go quite to plan at the start as Charlie fell with the score at 25 in the fifth and there was a worrying sight as Ted appeared to pull up lame early in his innings, he was able to play on but he obviously had an issue.
With both Ted and Matty in great form of late it was no surprise to see their partnership prosper on this batting paradise, Matty led the way, passing fifty for the fourth time this season as the partnership passed the 100 and Ted went on to hit his third half-century in a row, but with him also having to protect his leg, they were not able to maximise the non-boundary runs and despite the partnership having got to 167 going into the last ten we still looked light.
Matty had moved to 93 at second drinks and the message was that we needed to push on; the 150 partnership was soon passed but then disaster as Matty, seemingly set for his second hundred of the season, fell to Berry on 97. Two overs later and the same bowler removed Ted (60) with his final ball. This brought Dan into bat and we had hopes on a repeat of last week’s onslaught but Teal was back into the attack and to prove that a week is a long time, he had Dan caught behind for a golden duck. Sam also fell in the same over, same fashion, and the sum total of the first six overs of our ‘big’ finish was 24 for 4. Thankfully some late boundaries from Imad got us up to 225, Teal with 4-30.
The reply was no less painful for our bowlers with the ball disappearing off the bat of key man Narula and we didn’t help ourselves as when he did give a chance it went high out to Ted who could only reach it on the stretch and couldn’t hold on. Thankfully we got another chance as he edged Bomber behind and Matty threw up his left hand to make no mistake, 38 for 1. As with our innings there was a long wait for the next wicket, Schofield clubbing his way to a fifty and Dan’s match didn’t get any better as he was pummelled for 10-an-over before bowling the opener for 57, 110 for 2.
Jason was into the attack and he alone avoided any real punishment, as although Barrable pushed on, the next three batters weren’t able to impose themselves, indeed Gilbert only lasted three balls. At the half-way stage, another 101 runs were needed at just 4-an-over. Another twenty odd were then added before Jason picked up Fort off a thin edge with the score at 149 and Imad followed up to dismiss Lancum for a duck. With Barrable still there and with fifty to his name it still looked a big ask to contain Twyford but Jason wasn’t done and forced an error to bowl him.
With Jason bowled out, 3-24, Will was introduced but any hopes we had of running through the last few wickets was undone by Teal who launched a boundary laden counter attack to put Twyford back on course for a comfortable victory, he survived one chance as he skied off Will but Imad couldn’t quite get there and he too put it down on the stretch.

The returning Justin was greeted with two boundaries off his first two balls as Teal completed his fifty but then we got a real gift as he holed out straight to Imad on the long-off boundary.  This still only left 9 more needed off 20 deliveries which became 8 off 18. However with Teal gone so had Twyford’s firepower and with just a single off the 38th it was 7 off 12 followed by just a one more off Justin’s final over which he topped off by bowling Berry, 6 from 6. It seemed set for a dramatic finish, especially as the first ball of the final over was a dot but inexplicably the second ball from Bomber came out all wrong, and Low was able to swivel and help it down leg where it raced away to the boundary. Two to win and one to tie, it felt as though wickets were going to be our only saviour and in trying too hard the next one also went down leg too, where it hit a footmark to elude Matty and sealed Twyford’s victory.
For the record; 153 is the clubs second best for the second wicket and Ted in scoring his third successive fifty also passed 1,000 runs for the club.
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
