The score had reached 35 in the 8th when Bramley (27) looked to hit Bomber back down the ground but was beaten through the gate for the first wicket. A second was along a couple of overs later as new bat Milvard seem to stall halfway through a run and an accurate throw from Sam B at square leg saw him short of his ground.
Jason was into the attack and in his third over Rendal finally got the thin edge that he had seemed destined for, Jono taking it with the gloves. At the other end he certainly had to show some dexterity as Jatin struggled with his line and just two byes was a measure of Jono’s excellence all afternoon.
Sam S was unlucky not to be credited with a run out when Rolls hit it in his direction at mid-wicket and set off for the run, Sam swooped and fired a powerful throw at the non-strikers end which smashed into the one stump he could see, the problem was the umpire was still fixed in his spot seemingly ready for the next delivery and despite the apparent cut and dried nature of the action felt unable to give the batsman out.
