Won by 40 runs
Another week and another fixture change as Hambleden were unable to raise a side; Charlie was able to find a replacement in Hampstead Norreys so it was a return to the venue of our Friendly Cup Final defeat of last season.

Dan was back but there was still no Matty or Charlie, and with no ready replacement it was Dan who took the gloves as we trooped out under another hot sun into noticeably more humid conditions than of late. The bright green artificial strip on the square in stark contrast to the dry and dusty brown around it, especially the one we were using which bore the scars of previous matches and was to prove a bit sporty for the batsmen of both sides.

A steady start for our hosts saw Oliver lead the way until Justin got through his defences in the seventh and Bomber followed up to bowl his opening partner in the next over, 21 for 2. The fifty came up in 13th and the partnership had reached 66 when it was finally broken, Alex bowling Paul for 35.
Another frustrating partnership put on 41 for the fourth wicket, Nikhal completing his fifty before being caught behind off Jason for 56 which heralded a frantic finish as the final six wickets went down in as many overs interspersed with two big sixes and a couple of fours as another 39 runs were added, Jason, Alex and Bomber all finishing with three wickets each.

The reply saw Ted block while Dan, promoting himself to open, launched into Richards, striking four, fours and a six from his first ten balls. Things calmed down a little for the next few overs but Dan was also looking to launch at any opportunity. It was a high risk strategy that came undone in the ninth over as another powerful swing connected but didn’t get any distance, mid-off calling for the catch and getting there in the nick of time as it returned to earth just past the non-strikers stumps. Jason came in and hit a couple of boundaries before launching a big hit square that smacked in to the leading edge of the pavilion roof to bring down a shower of moss to give us some cheer,  however that was short lived as he was then bowled for 17. 
The pace of Jay began to tell as first he bowled Alex in the 23rd over. Charlie (27not out) felt the pressure to keep the runs going but didn’t account for John’s lack of mobility as he sold him down the river, and Jay wasted little time in mopping up the rest to finish with 4 for 25.
