Lost by 69 runs
After last week’s defeat the good news was that both our opening bats were back, the bad news was that three of last week’s bowlers were unavailable. This meant that Imad got the chance to share the new ball as Dan put Astons into bat.

Both Smith and Kilcoyne proved resolute in defence and harsh on anything wayward as the bowlers got used to the unique slope of the Astons pitch. After playing themselves in, Smith took the lead in accelerating the scoring as the fifty came up in the 13th over. Dan was into the attack and produced the first real chance as Smith hit firmly to mid-on but it proved too hot for Jim who could only push the chance over the bar.
At the other end Richard Turner was playing his first game of the season and perhaps wished he had chosen a different fixture as his figures were looking rather bruised as Smith accelerated past fifty and with the team total into three figures by the end of an expensive 20th over the batsman retired to the pavilion (69*).
His opening partner joined him next over, but involuntarily, as Dan bowled him for 31. We had another wicket in Dan’s next over as Swainston sliced into the off-side and Bomber just held on but any hope that we were going to get back into the match were extinguished by Corbett who set about the bowling with gusto and after a six had taken him to a 32-ball fifty, he too retired.
It was a depressing experience but we were soon buoyed by an unlikely hero, Richard’s son Charlie fresh from a Goring U-12s game in the morning bowled the next over, his third, and his looping moon ball bamboozled Blewitt who was rapped on the pad and sent on his way by the umpire. Charlie’s next over was even better, Isaac unable to work out the trajectory any better was clean bowled with additional cheers from the pavilion and these got even louder when Hargreaves went the same way in Charlies fifth and final over, 3 for 24. At the other end White had used the long handle to good effect as Astons finished on 215 for 5.
The reply saw pace off from Springer and a steady start from our openers, Matty still looking in good nick and the fifty came up in 13th. But Astons continued with pace off the ball and first change Smith proved Matty’s undoing as in trying to pull he got a soft top edge that hopped up above the keepers head, initially the keeper, standing up to the wicket, had no idea where it was but alerted by Matty walking off in disgust and the urgent cries of his team-mates; looked up in time to take the catch.
One brings two had been the rhythm of Astons innings and it proved even more so in ours as Charlie fell next over without addition to the score, 59 for 2. We made little inroad into the target over the next few overs as we fell further behind with the rate before a disastrous period in overs 22-25 saw a wicket fall in each as we slumped to 82 for 6, our last hope Dan the sixth to fall for an uncharacteristic duck.
The match was now over as a contest and Astons were happy to mix up their bowling allowing Richard and John to plunder some personal runs before a couple more wickets fell in the penultimate over, young Charlie though saw things out to the close.
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
