Lost by 16 runs
A first home game in over a month and with the shift in weather from the summer’s heat wave to regular rain, gone was the dry seared savannah of the outfield, replaced with fresh urgent green growth only spoilt by some stubborn still seemingly sterile patches of brown.

With the pitch a little soft, Dan on winning the toss put Isis in. Justin was again unavailable (test match) so Imad got another chance to open the bowling and was the first to find Stephenson in good form and Bomber was also quickly in the batsman’s sights as his leg side hitting reaped 18 off the seventh over and the fifty partnership was up in the next. Dan brought himself and Jason into the attack after the tenth, 69 for 0, but Stephenson continued his assault, completing his fifty and then hitting three consecutive boundaries off Jason in an expensive thirteenth. 
The 100 partnership was up in the fifteenth over and we were staring into the abyss, before being brought back to life next over as full ball from Dan was missed by a sweeping Stephenson and the finger went up to abruptly end his innings for 79. Ollie Walter, so far unmentioned in this report had played the supporting role in contributing 14 to the partnership of 105.
He lost another partner quickly in Jacobs, bowled by Jason and five maidens in six overs from Jason and Dan culminated in Naqvi’s wicket for the later as we wrested back some control. Walter got new bowler Josh away for a couple of boundaries before the extra pace saw him back in his crease and bowled for 27, 129 for 4.

The initiative though was seized back by Isis in the form of Jon Ponsford who before losing Symons to the returning Jason, took the score past 150 and had reached 40 before being bowled in the 33rd and after an excitable last couple of overs, I can only recommend less sugar in Nick Wyatt’s diet, the innings closed at 181. 
It looked a lot of runs giving our recent form and a lack of Matty at the top of the order, and the size of the task was multiplied exceptionally as the teasing slows of Keith Ponsford did for Ted and Dave in the second over and Sam in the fourth as we were reduced to 4 for 3, Jacobs with two catches.
Charlie and Jatin rebuilt and indeed flourished before Nick bowled Charlie (34) with the partnership having reached exactly 50 and when he removed Jatin (27) in his next over, Naqvi holding steady under the high catch, and Imad fell without further addition to JP, we were back to square one; 65 for 6.
It would need something remarkable to pull this one out of the fire as Dan strode out to the wicket, unusually low in the order at 8. He wasted litle time and dispended with playing himself in as he launched three boundaries in his first six deliveries. That saw the end of JP’s spell and Symons and Whiter were volunteered for action.
The 100 came up in the 22nd and Dan was into his stride, with powerful boundaries through the offside, John fell with the total on 116, a scoring bystander in the 51 run partnership and there was seemingly no let up for as Jason his first ball for four and Dan then launched two sixes in the 26th to bring up his 33-ball fifty and four more boundaries in the next to bring up the 150.
A couple more overs of this and the game would be won, Wyatt was re-introduced and Jason hit the first ball for four but disaster as he tried to lift the fourth to the rope but couldn’t clear mid-wicket, 160 for 8, leaving 22 needed off 38 balls. Josh saw off the last two deliveries and it was over to Dan to face the returning Jon Ponsford, no problem we thought as the second ball was dispatched for four. Alas the next ball was sliced and Ponsford senior took the crucial catch near the telegraph pole. With Dan gone it was all down to the last wicket pair but with just one run off the next seven balls, pressure told and a confused run out  was the dismal ending as all our hopes were dashed.
For the record; Dan sets the new highest score batting at no. 8, beating his father’s 75 back in 1991.
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
