Won by 5 wickets
After struggling for a side all week there was a surprise inclusion as former captain Ben returned to the fold 11 years after injury had seemingly called time on his cricketing career. The weather had threatened a few showers in the forecast earlier in the week but that brightened up as well and we enjoyed a pleasantly sunny day.

Isis won the toss and electing to bat faced Imad and Josh who was making his first appearance of the season. Off a shorter more compact run up he looked much more controlled and struck in his first over as Stephenson’s attempted drive hung high over Jatin at mid-on who took the catch as it fell back to earth. Imad followed up in the next over as Naqvi edged to Dan at slip. 4 for 2.
No more wickets fell for a spell as Bowles and Abi brought Isis back into the game, but having bowled both bowlers through, Bomber was introduced and first ball won an Lbw decision against Bowles (30) to break the partnership, 68 for 3. Another useful stand followed as JP joined Abi to take the score past 100 but the latter fell on Nelson as he cut straight to Chris Rudling.
Fast forward to the 31st over, 127 for 4, became 5 as Dan spun one through JP’s defences, next over Theo bowled Jacobs, 132 for 6. It got dramatically worse for Isis in the next as first Dan bowled Joe Walter, then Singh ran to what he thought was the danger end to pinch a bye but Keith hobbling at best speed to the other end was left high and dry as the throw reached the bowler before he did. He exited with a few sharp words for his batting partner who was promptly bowled and had to go and face the music a lot earlier than he would have liked, 133 for 9. Eight balls later the innings was over as Dan, 4 for 6, bowled Nick Wyatt, the last six wickets falling for just 10 runs.
After a superior Houseman/Simmonds tea Messrs Wood and Davies eventually strode to the middle as they had in Ben’s last game in June 2012, coincidentally against the same opposition. Dave wasting no further time in dispatching the first ball to the boundary. More watchful play followed until Dave swung and missed with a big heave to fall for 12.
Runs were at a premium as after 10 overs we only had 23, Ben having hit a couple of boundaries had a bit of a hack himself and was undone by the low bounce to fall for 11. Dan rattled up three boundaries off Whiter but then tried cutting Singh off middle stump, 46 for 3. Jatin soon followed as a leading edge gave a catch to Whiter, who was ribbed by his team mates as his hobble seemed to be less afflicting in pursuit of a catch off his own bowling.
Isis were very much in the game and their confidence must have been raised further as Chris gave novice Craig a crash course in how to hold a bat and face a delivery but the teaching paid off as he hung around for four overs, hitting a genuine boundary before being stumped for 7, 82 for 5.

Any concerns about the chase were calmed by Chris who was now into his stride, Isis brought back their openers early, but could not make the breakthrough as Sam held up one end and let Chris do the heavy lifting. Once the fifth and sixth bowlers were introduced Chris (73*, 10x4 3x6) quickly climbed into them and brought up his fifty and some to bring us home with some comfort, Sam contributing a valuable 2 to the 57 run partnership.
For the record: Dan took his 400th wicket in his 250th appearance for the club while Bomber took his 650th in his 450th appearance.
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
