Lost by 5 runs
After a few weeks of struggling to put a side together, Dan was no doubt relieved to be able to post the eleven as early as the Wednesday and with Justin available again the bowling attack looked the strongest on paper that we’ve been able to field this season.
Winning the toss, Dan put Astons in and there was early success in the fourth as Justin bowled Imbush and Bomber followed up to find a thin edge from Kilcoyne, 13 for 2. However this brought Smith and Swainston together and they put on the partnership of the match (63) which looked to have built the foundation for a sizeable total.

Alex though broke the stand in the 16th to interrupt the momentum, removing Swainston for 32. Clark came in and helped bring up the 100 in the 21st over but was then strangled down the leg-side as Matty held a fine catch off Jason in the 23rd.
Dan was into the attack and next over he sent back both Shea and Doane for ducks as we came back into the match, 104 for 6. Some quick runs got Astons moving again but a run out, as Way was sent back, checked the momentum once again, and then Dan picked up the prize wicket of Smith (47) who couldn’t quite slide his toe back over the line as  Matty eventually removed the bails. With the key man gone, Imad and Justin finished the innings off with 11 balls unused.

Your correspondent was on teas duties for this match so only saw bits and pieces of the reply through the kitchen window whilst attending to the washing up etc. Astons had worked out that pace off was an advantage and Charlie and Ted certainly seemed to find runs at a premium with just 41 on the board after 15 overs. The 16th saw Way introduced and some wayward deliveries resulted in two boundaries but then Ted eyes lit up as he advanced, chased and missed a particularly wide one giving the keeper time to gather and scramble back to the stumps before Ted, 49 for 1.
It proved to be Way’s only over as he gave way to S Smith who got things back on track with several frugal overs, new bat Matty found it no easier to knock the bowlers off their length and Astons had a trick up their sleeve as when Ralph Smith had finished his overs he took the gloves to allow Swainston into the attack. He struck in his second over to have Charlie stumped and then in his fourth he got Matty lbw, 92 for 3.

We were dying a slow death but John used his years of experience to hit his first ball for four and although he then lost Theo before we finally brought the 100 up, ten overs slower than Astons had managed, John continued to find ways to score in an entertaining cameo (20) before he too fell to Swainston, 114 for 5.

Two singles concluded the 33rd over, leaving 23 required off 12. The penultimate over opened with a body blow as Dan was yorked by White, Imad came in and worked a 2 and a single before Alex heaved a big six into the vegetation behind the net; 14 need from 8. Could he conjure another boundary, not off the first as White replied with a dot, then tragedy as Alex was bowled.

The final over, 14 still required and Swainston to bowl, there was no early boundary to relieve the pressure as ones and twos were all Imad and Jason could glean, it came down to the final ball, six needed…could Imad….no…Swainston bowled him to finish with 4 for 20.
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
