Lost by 5 wickets

After the best part of three months without a game, plus the frustration of the previous week when we finally had sufficient players but the weather intervened, we were at last able to fulfil a fixture.
Indeed we had thirteen including four colts, whose fathers all played. A format was agreed where we could rotate fielders but only bat eleven players.

Batting first, we made slow progress against accurate bowling until Ted edged behind off the last ball of the 8th over. This brought Dylan into bat to fulfil Charlies long cherished ambition to bat with his son, however there was to be no fairytale partnership as second ball, Dylan tamely popped up a catch to new bowler Whiter.
He wasn’t the only one though to fall to Keith’s tempting slows as old and young alike went down at a rate of one an over as we collapsed to 31 for 5, Whiter 4 for 9. It got worse still as Sumay fell at 42 and then Freddie was run out in the 23rd, 49 for 7.

Dave had stayed down the order to give the youngsters a bat and he was joined by Jason and this combination took advantage of Alan East being asked to bowl seven straight at the end of the innings. Jason led the way with six fours and a six, not quite able to complete his fifty with just a single off the final two balls. However the partnership of 75 had lifted our sprits and whilst not an imposing total it was at least something to cling to.
Any hopes of putting early pressure on the reply were dashed by an assured opening stand of 64 by Walters and Kella, Jason finally got one through the defences of Ollie in the 18th, and showed some real athleticism in the 22nd, as Kella clubbed back an on-drive, hard and low, but had to look on in disbelief as Jason flung himself to his right to take a low one handed catch.
That though was as good as it got, as despite a number of different bowlers being used, Isis moved to 123 for 2 going into the 32nd over, needing just 2 runs to win. A dot off the first ball of Imad’s final over before a dramatic second delivery as Naqvi sliced it up high into the off. It looked like an easy catch for Jason at cover but a momentary hesitation was picked up by Imad in his follow-through who set off after the ball. Jason though with eyes only on the ball had also now committed and both fielders collided in a sickening face first collision.
For the second time in the match an Isis batsmen was left rueing Jason’s fielding as despite the impact he had somehow held onto the ball one-handed, this time in his left. There was a extended delay as Imad took a few minutes to get over incident, having come off worse. He was though able to resume and showed no immediate ill effects beyond a sore tooth, as he promptly bowled Ponsford for a golden. There was to be no hat-trick, but having closed out a double wicket maiden, Imad retired to the pavilion.
