Lost by 15 runs
A postponement and a Bank holiday weekend meant a delayed start for our 2025 season. However in sharp contrast to our struggles last year, we had an excess of players available and even the luxury of calling up a first reserve (Will visiting from Scotland).

There were still some issues to sort out before we took the field in warm, sunny conditions; with no full time captain, Justin passed in favour of Dave, whilst with the loss of last seasons gloveman, Alex volunteered for a first ever go with behind the stumps. He didn’t look out of place as Whitchurch batted and routinely took the catch off a low edge as the first wicket fell on 21.
Our hosts though were full of batting and a stand of 54 was only brought to end when a delivery from Josh had Hill on the back foot, only to die in the pitch and trap him in front. A second followed in similar fashion as Anand fell for 52, bowled by an unintentional yorker, 87 for 3. Any hopes of further inroads were dashed as T Chapman proved himself a powerful handful and put on 68 with Arthur in less than eight overs. Alex brought that partnership to an end having handed the gloves over to Will.
The returning Justin picked up his first wicket not long after, 168 for 5, but this brought the two Chapmans together and they accelerated the run rate, putting on 42 in a mere 3 overs. T had passed fifty when he holed out off of Alex in the 33rd and Justin had another next over but our hosts closed out on a healthy 223 for 7.

The reply saw John fall early, 9 for 1, before Dave and Tim combined in a 51 run partnership which ended as the captain holed out to his opposite number hitting straight. Chris though was quickly about his work, taking 26 off his first 11 balls including four consecutive boundaries that saw Steward withdrawn. Together with Tim runs came easily but not at the same rate seen from Whitchurch, Chris passed fifty but their stand of 81 came to end when Tim (39) was bowled, quickly followed by the loss of Chris (61) and debutant Mohit first ball, 146 for 5.
This left 78 needed off the last 10 overs from the tail, it seemed an impossible task and so it proved but Justin batting for the first time since the 2022 season and promoted a couple of places higher than he expected gave it a real go, with some morale boosting clubs back over the bowlers head as he rattled up a quick fire 40 not out in a partnership of 68 with Will, that while it didn’t threaten to win us the game at least it got us respectfully close.

For the record: 40 easily Justin’s Ipsden best, and more runs than he’s scored in 7 of his 8 previous seasons, let alone individual innings.
