The first home game of the season saw plenty of club effort in the week to make sure we had a pitch, especial thanks to Chris S, Charlie and Ted who were not even down to play for giving up their time.

Our visitors were Moreton for the first fixture in this year’s friendly cup, an opponent that we have lost seven of our eight fixtures against so confidence was not particularly high, however we had a full eleven with Malcolm making his club debut and Mohit his home bow.

Having lost the toss, Dave was asked to bat in a mutually agreed 35 over game. Imad promoted to opener, swung the bat early and as with Dave, some connected, some didn’t. Imad was given a life as the bounce produced a genuine hook that sailed high down towards fine leg but despite the fielders forward run and dive, he couldn’t hold on. The entertaining knock came to an end in the 8th as despite thinking he’d edged into his pads and relieved to see the ball fall short of the fielder, Imad turned to see the umpire raising the dreaded digit. Dave (21) fell to the same bowler two overs later.

Jatin came in and hit an early six in another useful stand of 28, but with the 200 seemingly in reaching distance we fell away with a flurry of wickets and Tim (78 not out) unable to keep the momentum going, as we finished on 193 for 8.

This despite taking a blow as planting his foot forward to Josh, the ball climbed menacingly to strike him firmly in the grill as he reared away, thankfully though the helmet proved its worth and after a short delay, the batsman creamed the next ball through the covers.
First change Jason broke the stand of 35 as Andersen looked to fetch a ball outside off, but got a top edge. Bomber in the unusual position of slip, being hidden away due to a stiff back, called with it due to return to earth around leg slip but with his reduced movement barely got there and was relieved to feel it stick in the finger ends.
Macdonald completed his fifty and looked to be key to Moreton’s prospects, but lost his next partner with the score at 79, in comical fashion. With the ball pushed square on the leg side, Howart set off but Macdonald seeing Josh quickly to the ball tried to send him back. It just needed a calm throw to the keeper but Josh’s blood was up and he hurled the ball at the stumps where it missed everything and headed to Dave backing up on the off-side.

Howart though had been slow in giving up on the run and Dave had time to gather and make the measured throw into the gloves needed first time around to see the batsman short of his ground. Hessey fell next over as a thin edge off Jason was comfortably taken by Alex, 80 for 6.
At drinks Tim took over the gloves and Dave brought Imad into the attack. In his second over Macdonald (59), drove forcefully downhill but straight to Alex at mid-off who took it reverse handed in front of his chest for what both sides knew was the telling blow. The Moreton innings deflated quickly with Imad picking up another two, Tim, crest fallen at having to take the thin edge from the Moreton youngsters first ball before Alex finished things off by cleaning up Bonney.
